INTRODUCTION

The traveler passing old McKendree Methodist Church in
upper Edgefield County, South Carolina, may pause to examine
a sturdy monument within a rectangular enclosure. On the
bronze slab he will read:

“This memorial is erected to Diedrick Utz and Peter Ouzts I,
Pioneers who helped build this section of Edgefield District,
South Carolina.

“Diedrich Utz from Frankfort-on-the-Main, Germany, sailed
from the Free City of Hamburg with his wife and small son,
Peter. His wife died and was buried at Sea. Diedrick and Peter
landed at Charleston, S. C., from Ship Brittania in 1766. Came
inland to Newberry District; then removed to Edgefield Dis-
trict. Will probated January 1, 1802, Edgefield, S. C.

“Diedrich married Dorothea Samblin. Their children were:
Martin, Catherine, Michel, Elizabeth and Jacob.

“Peter Ouzts I, born in Germany March 5, 1757, died March
25, 1829, in Edgefield District, S. C. Will probated May 4, 1829,
in Edgefield, S. C.

The children of Peter I and his wife, Elizabeth Harlan (Har-
ling) Ouzts, listed were: John, 1788-1840; David, 1790-1856;
Henry, 1791-1875; Margaret, 1793, died in childhood; Jacob,
1795, died in childhood; Elizabeth, 1797-1870; Martin, 1799-1882;
George, 1801-1880; Peter II, 1803-1844; Jacob II, 1805-1884; Ab-
raham (Abram), 1807-1850; and his twin, Aaron, 1807-1889;
Isaac, 1809-1889; Daniel, 1811-1881; Benjamin, 1813-1893.

Quoting further from the monument: “A Loyal and Patri-
otic Family. Served in every war from Revolutionary War to
present day. Peter I served in Revolutionary War. Wounded

and carried to his death a bullet in his thigh. He willed a sum
of money to McKendree Methodist and Little Stevens Creek
Baptist Churches.

“Erected 1939 by Descendants of Peter Ouzts I.”

The first Peter Ouzts has neen gathered to his fathers now
for more than a century, but he has left to his descendants a
heritage more enduring than the granite shaft that stands

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there: A love of God, a love of family, a love of country. These
are the things that endure.

In compiling the family lines the author received invaluable
help from a number of members of the family. In some of the
lines it was not possible to obtain all names down to the pres-
ent generation. In a work of this kind errors naturally creep
in, also. Therefore blank pages are being inserted at the close
of each family line so that individual records may be kept. This
will be a service that will be appreciated by future generations
who will arise up and call you blessed. ‘

THE OUZTS FAMILY ASSOCIATION

The Ouzts Family Association was organized Sunday,
August 25, 1929, when a reunion of Ouzts dgscendants was
held at McKendree Methodist Church in Edgefield County.

The principal promoter was the Hon. D. A. G. Ouzts of
Greenwood, S. C., son of Daniel Ouzts and grandson of Peter

Ouzts 1.

Regular worship services were held in the morning with the
pastor, the Rev. C. R. White, preaching a helpful sermon on
“Building a Christian Home.”

During the dinner hour the Ouzts kith and kin, which in-
cluded almost the entire throng, served a bountiful dinner on
the church grounds in family groups.

Promptly' at 2:00 o’clock the reunion program began with the
Hon. Mr. Ouzts presiding over the following program:

Benediction.

The presiding officer in his address told of the 'coming of
Diedrich Utz to this country with his wife who died aboard
ship, and their small son, Peter, who becgme.the patriarch of
most of the family in the section today. Dledrlch,.however, re-
married and had five children by his second wife, Dorothea
Samblin.

Peter Ouzts I entered the service of the patriots during the
Revolutionary War and carried a bullet in his body as a re-
minder of that conflict the rest of his life. o

“So devoted to liberty was he,” said the §peaker, “that we
find the same high purpose instilled in his descendants by
i
#
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their fathers and grandfathers who had converted this coun-
try from a wild jungle into a land of peace and plenty secured
by their industry- to endeavor to maintain the same, and
safely secure the enjoyment of this blessing. So when South
Carolina determined to fight to maintain her rights . . . many of
the descendants entered the war and about half a dozen Ouztses
lie buried on the battlefields from Texas to Maryland, sacri-
ficing their lives for the perpetuation of the Southern rights.
One descendant, J. Percy Ouzts, my nephew, lies buried in
France not far from where his great-grandfather lived before
sailing from Hamburg to the port of Charleston, S. C. Peace
and honor to their ashes, we proudly acclaim today.

“Hope by this reunion that we will be able while worship-
ping at the shrine of our forefathers, we may catch the spirit
of their emotions and continue to be worthy descendants of
our worthy forbears. We can point with pride to the fact that
we have been a law-abiding and an industrious people ... We
find some of their descendants have been doctors, . . . ministers,
... lawyers, . . . civil engineers, . . . and all but a few have
been sensible enough to stay out of politics and to be good citi-
zens. We find that some of the descendants have been mayors
in towns of Texas, postmasters of Edgefield, two sheriffs of
Edgefield, one a State Senator from Greenwood. . . . Some have
been merchants and bankers, professors and school teachers,
but the great majority have been industrious farmers who
are the bone and sinew of the land, who by their industry have
made comfortable livings by staying at home and attending
to their own business . . .

“So many have talked to me about the necessity of preserv-
ing the history of the Ouzts generation and as I am the oldest
descendant of one of the twelve sons, thought I should en-
deavor to set to work and have this done. There are two other
children of the 12 sons, Zach Ouzts and his sister, Mrs. William
Boone, children of Jacob Ouzts by second wife, and we three
are the only children of the original 13 still living so far as I
know.

“To get up the material and get it ready for the book to be
printed is going to cost some money but it will be worth every
cent it costs to preserve the rich memories of the homes of our
forefathers . .. May it so please the Almighty God that all who
are here and other descendants now living, may see the day
when this can be accomplished for ours and our country’s
good.”

- When Mr. Ouzts reached the item on the program, “Enroll-
ment of Descendants,” expecting to make an exact count, prac-
tically everybody in the building stood, numbering about 600,
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not including those outside.

he second reunion was held at McKendree Church on F'r1-
da?r, September 12, 1930, and a large crowq assem})led at 10:30
o’clock. The President, D. A. G. Ouzts, again \pre51ded. Hyr}ms
sung were: More Love to Thee; Come Thou Fount; On Jor-
dan’s Stormy Banks I Stand. The Rev. D. A. Clyburn, who 'Wlas‘
then pastor, read the Scripture from an old Family Bible:
# Matthew 3:1-10, and gave the invocation. He also extended a
1
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welcome to the Association.

During the morning business Mr. Ouzts quoted Hebrews
11:8: “By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into
a place which he should receive for an inheritance, obeyed: and
he went out not knowing whither he went.” Like Abraham of
old, Diedrick Utz and his family had gone out from the land of
their nativity, seeking a new home, free from the oppression
of tyrants, where they might worship God according to the
dictates of their own conscience. He told of the efforts he
had made to secure data he had on hand and what a stupendous
task he had undertaken and of the obstacles in the way. It
was decided that it would be necessary to have a committee to
raise funds for further investigation in Germany. It was nec-
essary to have the assistance of all, not only financially and
in collecting data, but also by kindly words of encouragement.

The Utz coat of arms was exhibited and explained. A picture
of one of the Confederate War heroes was shown, that of El-
bert M. Ouzts, son of Mr. and Mrs. Benjamin Ouzts, whe gave
his life.

. During the dinner hour a bountiful meal was served and
iced tea dispensed by Mrs. J. M. Shaffer and Mrs. D. W. Tim-
merman.

The afternoon session opened with the singing of How Firm
A Foundation, followed by a vocal solo by Mrs. D. A. Clyburn,
Tell Me the Story of Jesus.

The roll was called of those appointed to compile the dif-
ferent lines and it was found that Mrs. N. T. Timmerman and
Mr. T. J. McDowell had completed their lines, Peter Ouzts, II,
and Elizabeth Ouzts McDowell, respectively.

A committee to raise funds for further investigation in Ger-
many was named: Mr. A. G. Ouzts, Route 3, Edgefield; Mr. J.
W. Quzts, Marion, N. C.; Mr. Curtis Corley, Greenwood; Mrs.
David Anderson, Greenwood.

D. A. G. Ouzts was re-elected President, and other officers
follow: J. W. Ouzts, Marion, N. C., 1st Vice President; A. L.
Ouzts, Winder, Ga., 2nd Vice President; Mrs. J. T. Fooshe, Mec-
Cormick. Secretary: Miss Flora A. Ouzts, Pleasant Lane, Cor-
responding Secretary.

An interesting feature of the afternoon was the reading by
Miss Mary Kellah Ouzts of a letter written by John Henry
Ouzts to his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Martin Ouzts, while he
was serving in the Confederate War, telling them of his ap-
proaching marriage. He said he loved this young lady, that she
was lovely and industrious, and that should he delay the mar-
riage he might lose a leg or arm and also lose the girl of his

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choice. As it happened he lost his life before the consummation
of that happy event.

Several old photographs of some of the older QOuzts’ were
shown, and amusing anecdotes told.

The fifth reunion was held Friday, July 28, 1933. There was
a large crowd and each line was represented except the Aaron
Ouzts Line; illness preventing their attendance.

At the opening of morning session Osborne Glauzier gave a
devotional reading, Rev. R. M. DuBose offered prayer, and
Elizabeth Smith extended a welcome in verse. ’

Judge C. J. Ramage of Saluda, S. C,, was guest speaker and
brought a message on “Old Pioneers Who Came to This Coun-
try.” Judge Ramage said in part:

“Let us emulate the old pioneers. They built our civilization,
they founded our government, established the churches, erected
the homes, fought the battles, and handed down to us all that
is worthwhile today . . . Let us keep to the standards these
worthy pioneers set up. Let us copy their sterling honesty. Let
us cultivate the friendly, neighborly spirit that made the Good
Samaritans of the old type. Let us walk as they did, in the
fear of the Lord . . . Old Edgefield never had a man who was
better known over the county or more beloved than Sheriff
W. H. Ouzts, better known as ‘Bill’ Quzts. He was kind-hearted,
tender, and as is usual with men of large sympathy, was as
brave as a lion . . . The Ouzts family have always been good
men and women. They have been good neighbors and have
always done their duty in war and peace. They have had the
true pioneer spirit that I have been talking about. They have

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gone out all over the country and have made settlements in all
parts of the South and West. They are a part of our great peo-
ple and have helped to make our great country what it is.

After a song by all, President Ouzts talked on Work Accom-
plished on Family History. He had made contacts with per-
sons in Germany who gave valuable information as to thg
names of Diedrich Utz and others of his family. A Masonic
friend had been of much assistance and it was learned that the
name Utz occurs in different parts of Europe in different forms,
as Oates, Oadts, Utsey, Jutsey and Utsi.ne, but in Franconie
from which we get the Coat of Arms it is Utz-Franconie. The
name has been traced back over a thousand years.

“What a pity,” he said, “that we did not start this work we
are now engaged in when some of the 13 descendants of Peter
were living so we could have preservd what these told of our
great grandfather Peter and what he said and something of his
early life. We would have had at least the tradition, the word
of mouth testimony, which is now denied us bgzcause when the
heart stops beating the mouth stops giving information. We
can now only do the best we can with what record we can get
of the dead and endeavor to preserve what we each do and add
to what others now living achieve and then hglvgz a record
worthy to hand on to others . .. Let us all keep striving toward
our first goal, the family history. We want one that will be cor-
rect and as full as it can be, nicely bound and well pr1r1.ted.

The only change in officers that year was Vice President, J.
T. Ouzts, Spartanburg. ‘

The definite thought of an Ouzts monument took shape in
the discussion at this reunion. )

In the afternoon the following program was carried out:
Vocal duet, Mrs. H. H. Smith and Mrs. Lamb; .Song, How Firm
A Foundation; Reading, Death Bed of Benedict Arnold, Nelle
Fooshe; Vocal Quartet, Mrs. Shaffer and thrqe Shaffer bro-
thers; reading by Elsie Ouzts, Purpose of Reunion.

This as well as most of the readings given by younger mem-
bers of the Association were written in verse by Miss Flora
A. Ouzts, whose zeal and interest did much for t}}e §uccessful
culmination of the plans and purposes of the Assomatlo.n.t. .

iss Flora was appointed to select a committee consisting o
onl\éI from each line It)(})) raise funds for the monument to Diedrich
and Peter Ouzts.

T. J. McDowell gave the information that Rebecca Ouzts,
wife of Anthony Ouzts, was born April 7th, 1814, and died
January 9, 1898. Anthony Ouzts moved to Hart County, Gg.,
before the War Between the States and died there of typhoid
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fever. He was buried at Sardis Baptist Church four miles
southeast of Hartwell courthouse.

Diedrich Ouzts II, son of Mr. and Mrs. Oscar Ouzts (of the
Jacob and Martin Ouzts lines) was presented.

A. G. Ouzts was appointed to get data from the cemetery on
the “Jake Mart” place. He was also appointed as general man-
ager for the next reunion.

There were more than 150 present at the reunion that year.

The reunion in 1934 was featured by an address by Judge
Milledge L. Bonham, chief justice of the South Carolina Su-
preme Court and one of South Carolina’s most honored citi-
zens. He was the son of Governor Milledge Luke Bonham who
succeeded Governor Francis W. Pickens as War Governor of
South Carolina during the War Between the States. Governor
Bonham also was a General under whom some of the members
of the Ouzts family fought. The distinguished jurist was then
about 80 years of age and said he had left Edgefield to go to
college sixty-six years before, after which he moved to the
upper part of the State but his love for Edgefield had never
abated. He paid tribute to the early settlers who underwent
hardships to lay the foundations of our country.

“These foundations were laid on religious principles,” he ob-
served, “which gave them a solid foundation.”

Of the Ouzts family he said:

“By 1880, it is said, there were 1,000 descendants of Peter
Ouzts. Some of these descendants have known war, privations
and hardships equal to those pioneers. All have held true to
the principles of their forefathers. First, there was the Rev-
olutionary War in which they fought. The worst part of this
war was fought right here in South Carolina . . . Then there
were a few years of peace in which they and their children
grew in abundance and all seemed secure.

“Next they sent men to the Seminole War in Florida. Then
the war with Mexico claimed many Edgefield men. O! the
hardships of the War of the States!”

Judge Bonham gave several incidents of that war, among
them the firing of the guns at Fort Sumter.

“Finally the end came—tragic for us. The period of ten years
that followed has been described as a life of hell. Homes de-
stroyed, lives sacrificed and fear reigning everywhere.
Through it all never did the people of Edgefield County lose
courage and never did they waver in their principles.”

Judge Bonham took part in the campaign of 1876 when

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white supremacy was regained. General Ruger of the Federal
troops had agreed to the demands of former Confederate Gen-
erals Martin W. Gary and M. C. Butler that the white Demo-
crats should have an equal opportunity to vote with Republi-
cans or Radicals and that peace was to be maintained. The
whites, he said, decided to go early, vote, and leave. When they
arrived at the Courthouse at six o’clock they found the place
literally swarming with Negroes. After much edging in, two
of the local white men, Joseph Rush and Hugh Scott, with soap
in their mouths began to foam and rush out. This frightened
the Negroes and one yelled, according to Judge Bonham: “Hugh
Scott (or Joseph Rush, I am not sure which one) done gone
crazy.” The Negroes scattered quickly.

After this period, said Judge Bonham, the whites worked to
educate their children and to build anew on the ruins. The
World War, he said, brought together the men of the Con-
federacy and those of the Yankee blue.

The political hatred of the Republican party, Wall Street,
the tariff acts that made the rich richer and the poor poorer,
with the aftermath of depression and the New Deal under
Franklin D. Roosevelt were reviewed by Judge Bonham. He
left with his hearers the thought that while God is in Heaven
allis well.

Members of the family taking part on the program that year
were: J. W. Ouzts who gave the devotional, reading the 37th
Psalm; Miss Helen Ouzts who gave a reading: J. T. Ouzts who
led in prayer; a reading, “The Pioneer,” by Zonnie. Dorn, Jr.;
solo by Miss Myrtis Shaffer; music by Messrs. Pierson and
Fowler. oy

A report was made of efforts to raise funds for the Ouzts
Memorial and a committee named, one from each line repre-
sented at this reunion. to raise funds. The following were
named: William Ouzts for Benjamin Ouzts Line D. A. G, Ouzts
for Daniel Quzts Line; A. J. Ouzts for Peter Ouzts Line; T. J.
QOuzts for Abram Ouzts Line; A. L. Ouzts for Aaron Ouzts
Line; Mrs. Pearl Mays for George Ouzts Line; J. C. Whatley for
David Ouzts Line; John Shaffer for Henry Ouzts Line; Mrs. H.
H. Smith for Isaac Ouzts Line; J. Wilmer Ouzts for Martin
Ouzts Line. There was no assignment for the John Ouzts Line
and the Elizabeth Ouzts McDowell Line. Six representatives
pledged to raise $50.00 each for their lines. Pledges were also
received from others in varying amounts. ;

Officers elected that year (1934) were : D. A. G. Ouzts, Presi-
dent and Treasurer; Prof. Wright Ouzts, assistant to President
and Research Genealogist: J. T. Ouzts, Vice President: A. G.
®uzts, Chairman Utility Committee; Miss Josie Asbill, Cor-
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responding Secretary; Miss Flora A. Ouzts, Recording Secre-
tary.

By 1935 when the seventh reunion was held there was much
interest manifested by the public at large and the occasion
was marked by the presence of several distinguished citizens of
the State: Governor Olin D. Johnston; Attorney General John
M. Daniel and Mrs. Daniel; and J. Strom Thurmond, later Gov-
ernor of South Carolina, who was then just beginning his dis-
tinguished career. Governor Johnston was later to become
United States Senator from South Carolina.

That meeting was held on Friday, July 26, 1935, and the pub-
lic was invited. There was a large attendance, exceeded only
by the first reunion.

The meeting opened with the congregation singing “Amer-
ica,” with Mrs. L. O. Shaffer at the piano.

Mrs. Lillie Faulkner Andrews of Greenwood read the 127th
Psalm, which was followed by prayer by D. A. G. Ouzts. Mr.
Ouzts also gave the welcome address. He said, “If you all are
as glad to see me as I am to see you, you were welcome before
you left home.”

A member of the family, Albert Gaines Ouzts was wearing
a suit of clothes that was entirely home grown and made.
The cotton was grown on his father’s place, the thread was
spun and the cloth wove.. The material was left from goods
made before the War Between the States. There was a predom-
inating color of brown, resembling a shepherd’s plaid with a
fine white stripe. His wife had made the suit for him. The
vest to the suit was worn by his father, James T. Ouzts, on
his wedding day, May 13, 1856, when he was married to Miss
Amina Frances Lowery.

Younger members of the family appearing on the program
were Dorcas and Felicia Dorn who sang, and Myrtis Shaffer
who gave a reading. Prizes for the youngest members of the
family present went to two whose birthdays had occurred in
January, 1935: John Clark Ouzts, Jr., son of John Clark Ouzts
and Effie Bryan Ouzts, of the Abram Ouzts line; and Joyce
Ouzts, daughter of Oscar Ouzts and Essie Bryan Ouzts, of the
Jacob Ouzts line.

A resolution was passed directing that a committee consis-
ting of five members be appointed to have charge of selecting
the design and stone for the Ouzts Monument, out of native
stone as far as practical, with bronze or copper plate for the
inscription. Will Ouzts was appointed to select a day for rock
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hauling. T. J. McDowell offered to contribute the rock from
the land where pioneers of the family had settled.

. l\/érs. W. H. Clegg was appointed to get up a program for
936.

At dinner three long tables were pushed together and were
heaped high with country cured ham, fried chicken, sand-
wiches, cakes, pickles, stuffed eggs, iced tea and lemonade.

Governor Johnston spoke in the afternoon and won a place
in the hearts of all who heard him, according to press reports.

After the meeting adjourned all gathered at the tables for a
watermelon cutting. ,

Following the 1935 reunion, D. A. G. Ouzts, President of
the Association, wrote a communication appealing to descend-
ants to assist financially with the building of the monument.
The appeal appeared in newspapers and copies were printed
and distributed, and is reprinted here:

D. A. G. Ouzts Makes an Appeal to Descendants Of Diedrich
[ and Peter Ouzts to Build Monument

To The Descendants of Diedrich and Peter Utz, now spelled
Ouzts:

Some of the descendants of the above named pioneers have
held seven annual reunions at McKendree Church where many
of these and their forefathers once worshipped, lived, died and
some buried there and at nearby cemeteries and at other chur-
ches. We have carried collecting information as far back as we
could with limited amount which could be used for this pur-
pose. From the first we had a vision of being able to build a
modest monument to these hardy pioneers with the profits
we might make on a history of the Ouzts and kindred families.
Depressing times came upon us and we have thought it best
to erect the monument worthy of our ancestors’ trials and
struggles, and later the book could be gotten out, using the
valuable information now in hand, keeping records in all
lines, and bringing them down to date of issuing the book.

In all things it is necessary to have a vision to accomplish
anything, but to have a vision and not use it is wasted musings.
~ We have talked, dreamed, and discussed the monument for
some time, and time for action is at hand. If we want our de-
sires to materialize it is now time for aggressive action. We
must throw soul and hearts into this along with our pocket-
books dedicated to this worthy purpose. We can build it in spite
of obstacles if we really want to do it.

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“Breathes there a soul so dead who never to himself hath
said ... ” This is my own, my ancestor? Let each one of us, feel
and shoulder our responsibility and determine we will arise
and build now a monument or at least have the funds in hand
to do so ere another reunion rolls around.

The canvassers will report the result of their efforts from
time to time to the ones appointing them and send money to
D. A. G. Ouzts, President and Treasurer, who now has a small
fund for this purpose in the bank and he will give credit to the
line for which the funds were collected. Each of the 13 children
of Peter Ouzts has descendants who agreed to raise $50. Should
this be more than sufficient the balance can be used in pub-
lishing a book of the Ouzts family. Do not wait until about
time for another reunion and then say nothing has been done.
An honor roll will be made of lines as completed in the raising
of quotas. The names of each and every contributor will be
placed in the corner stone of the monument. Do not dishonor
your ancestor by not having your name in the corner stone.
Come on, one and all, let’s work towards the goal, a monument
to the pioneers, Peter and Diedrich Utz.

A resolution was passed directing that a committee on monu-
ment erection consisting of five members with some officers
in addition; that the said monument be erected out of native
rocks and stone as far as practical and possible, with bronze
or copper plate with proper inscription, and said committee
have in charge the selection of design drawing, selecting the
yuilding stone and getting this ready.

The committee is: J. Wilmer Ouzts, Marion, N. C.; A. L.
Duzts, Winder, Ga.; A. G. Ouzts, Edgefield; J. T. Ouzts, Spar-
tanburg; Mrs. Ruth Fooshe, McCormick; Miss Flora Ouzts,
Pleasant Lane; Will Ouzts, Edgefield; T. J. McDowell, Pleas-
ant Lane; D. A. G. Ouzts, Greenwood.

T. J. McDowell will donate the rock and stone and Will Ouzts
will haul it to McKendree when needed. It was suggested that
this would be a very unique and artistic memorial to these
hardy pioneers as they and their descendants had trod upon
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these rocks and in cultivation had tumbled them around quite
a bity they have been there a long time, hundreds of years,
and would make a durable, inexpensive, and appropriate me-
morial. The monument will be on a concrete base with shaft
above ground 22 feet, being a foot for each of the two pioneers,
Diedrich and Peter Utz, their 18 children, and the wives of the
two. A copper box will hold list of names of all known descen-
dants to now, and list of contributors erecting the monument,

Martin Ouzts, Jacob Ouzts and Michael Ouzts, sons, and

Martin Ouzts, their son, inherited the home place after the
death of his mother, Dorothea, under the will of Diedrich, and
Peter Ouzts, half-brother of Martin, was given 200 acres near-
by. Martin married and had a son and daughter but have not
been able to find any of these.

Jacob Ouzts married in Newberry County Miss Mary Fellers,
her father giving her 50 acres and Jacob buying 60 acres. They
had one daughter, Christine, who married Solomon Dowling
and they had one son, John W. Dowling, who was a soldier in
the Mexican War and died in Mexico, his name being on the
Palmetto tree on the State House lawn, Columbia. Mary Fellers
Ouzts’ name on monument at the home where she lived is

spelled Eutts, another way of spelling Ouzts.

Michael Ouzts is thought to have married and lived near
F}clllllppl, in Edgefield County, but no descendants so far loca-
ed. ~

Can’t find any trace of the two daughters, Catherine and
Elizabeth, mentioned in Diedrich’s will, and if married, who
their husbands were. Hope some information may be found
on these as well as others of Diedrich’s and Dorothea’s children
and descendants.

Edgefield Advertiser, and was to answer his final summons
the next year. .

Mrs. W. H. Clegg in a memorial service read the names of
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those who had passed away since the last meeting. The list
of the dead follow: J. T. Ouzts, Vice President; Mrs. Mamie
Ouzts Corley; J. Curtis Corley; Clifton Timmerman; Mrs. Sa-
rilla Ouzts Timmerman; Mrs. Mary Pickel Davis; J. W. Herin;
Mrs. Lela Shaffer Rhodes.

Gifts were presented to the two eldest members present,
Mr. Jimmie Ouzts and Mrs. Bettie Shaffer. Both were then
83 years old and were brother-in-law and sister-in-law.

The Secretary, Miss Flora Ouzts, writing of that meeting,
commented:

“The only shadows cast were the absence of our President
and good wife, her illness, and the passing of our Vice Presi-
dent and other members of the Association. Our Vice Presi-
dent, known to all as ‘Bud’ Ouzts, was loved by the Association.
All this caused sadness we all felt and shared, but aside from
this the spirit of the Association was splendid—and we came
away determined to press on to the goal—a monument to
Dijedrich and Peter Ouzts and the latter’s sons and daughter.
And to the still higher goal—to maintain the great example
set by them, of building with our lives monuments of Chris-
tian character that shall live after us, reflect credit on those
who blazed the trail before us, influence the present generation,
and through them, those who shall come after us.”

The ninth reunion, held on Thursday, July 29, 1937, was one
of the best held up to that time. Governor Olin D. Johnston
was again present and spoke, as were Judge C. J. Ramage and
A. S. Salley, State Historian. Hon. John A. May of Aiken,
member of the Legislature, a member of the Ouzts clan, was
present also and spoke.

In the absence of the pastor, Miss Flora A. Ouzts read the
Scripture and Mrs. Joseph Shaffer led in prayer.

Hon. D. A. G. Ouzts presided and extended a welcome. “It is
good to be here in this holy place and enjoy your comradeship,
and I bid you welcome here on this delightful occasion.”

Miss Nora Davis had written a comprehensive article dealing
with the pioneer settlers, Diedrich and Peter Ouzts, and in her
absence it was read by Miss Edith Ouzts. ‘

Among the out-of-state people present were Mr. Fred Ouzts
of Birmingham, Ala., and Mr. G. E. Ouzts of Georgia.

Reports were made on the monument fund and one line had
gone over the top while others were making progress.

Officers elected were: D. A. G. Ouzts, President and Treas-
urer; Mrs. Bessie Ouzts Morgan, Vice President; Miss Flora A.
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Ouzts having resigned as Secretary and G. M. Williams elected
to succeed her.

Memorial services prepared by Miss Flora Ouzts and pre-
sided over by Miss Edith Ouzts, were read by Mrs. John
Shaffer. The following had passed since the last reunion: Mrs.
Mary McKnight Ouzts, wife of the President; Mrs. Betty Dorn
Shaffer, daughter of William and Margaret Ouzts Dorn, of the
Henry Ouzts line, who died at the age of 84 years; J. Wilmer
Ouzts, Vice President, son of Joseph A. and Kellah Dow Ouzts,
of the Martin Ouzts line; Mrs. Betty Ouzts Timmerman, daugh-
ter of Isaac and Rebecca Dorn Timmerman, of the Peter Ouzts,
II, line, who died at the age of 86; Andrew D. Ouzts, son of
Peter and Julia Timmerman Ouzts, of the Abram Ouzts line;
Rufus McDowell, son of Wright and Mahala Parkman Mec-
Dowell and a descendant of Elizabeth Quzts McDowell; Willie
Mae McDowell, of the same line; Claude Reames, Jr., of the

Abram Ouzts line; Mrs. Pearl Ouzts Mays, daughter of William -

M. Ouzts and Sarilla Shenks Ouzts, of the George Ouzts line.

Governor Johnston made a short talk, stressing the good
of reunions of families. For this they have scriptural examples
as it was largely through families that the Hebrew race was
governed. If people are interested in one another as indicated
by family reunions, they will be interested in their community,
and the benefits of the reunion manifest themselves in County,
State, and Country . . . It is well to learn about your blood
relatives and lend them a helping hand in many ways.

This was the first time the Hon. John A. May had been able
to attend an Ouzts reunion. He made a magnificent address,
according to the report. It was an address “that warmed the
hearts of all present to a higher plane of living so as to make
a better people and to pass on to others the heredity left us by
our forefathers.”

Judge Ramage was again heard with much interest and ap-
preciation as he paid tribute to the Ouzts family who have
served their day and generation well.

Mr. Salley’s address on the Ouzts family was heard with
much interest. He gave information as to the coming of the
Ouzts family to South Carolina and said there was no doubt of
their coming in two separate shiploads, some coming July 25,
1760, and some later. He said he did not doubt that Diedrich Utz
and his son, Peter, were the first of the family to settle in New-
berry County on bounty lands given by the State, and that
they afterward moved to Edgefield County. He traced the
Ouzts people back further. Most of the Utz family lived in
Franconie, along Frankfort on the Main. Scattered ali through
« Getmany are peoplz who spell the name the same way. Those
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who came to America after Diedrich and P i ir-
ginia and further west. eter settled in Vir

Mr. Salley said that at a meeting of His Majesty’ i
South Carolina held on October %’7, 1766, ther pg;;isti(ojrolgrt)crlll tf}?el;
Bounty were presented and read. Among those listed on the
journal was Diedrich Utz who petitioned for 250 acres. That
1nd1tqates that he had a wife and two children. The journal
continues:

“The petitlgners also humbly set forth that they were Protes-
tants and arrived in this Province in the ship Brittannia from
Amsterdam on the encouragement and the Bounty given by
the act of the General Assembly passed the 25th of July 1761.”

A later entry on .the journal for the same day gives about
the same information and lists the following entries: Eva
Catherine Utz, 27; George Peter Utz, 8; Maria Catherine Utz, 4.

The journal continues: “Ordered that the public treasurer
do pay the several bounties prayed for to Mr. William An-
crum in behalf of the owners of the ship Belfast packet which
they came over in in consideration of their passage . . . it ap-
pearing they had not severally paid for the same.”

Mrs. qogeph M. (Leila Ouzts) Shaffer donated some of her
land adjoining the church for the memorial site, and J. O.
Ouzts of Greenwood County donated to the church and to the
Association some Silver Leaf maples to be planted on the
grounds.

Another distinguished visitor was Eugene S. Blease of New-
berry, former Chief Justice of the South Carolina Supreme
Court, who made an inspiring talk.

Dr. J. R. Jester, noted Baptist Divine, led in prayer and made
an address on Importance in Preserving Pioneer Family His-
tory, and spoke in particular of Diedrich and Peter Quzts.

The pastor of the church, the Rev. Mr. Kelly, was present
and lent inspiration.

Mary Alleene Ouzts gave a recitation, Let Brotherly Love
Continue.

The Treasurer’s report showed sufficient funds on hand to
proceed with the erection of the monument, and a committee
was elected to continue with plans for its erection: D .A. G.
Ouzts, A. G. Ouzts, and Mrs. Ruth O. Fooshe.

D. A. G. Ouzts was re-elected President and Treasurer, and

Monument Utiveiled to Quzis Pioneers

The climax of ten years for the Ouzts Family Association
came with the erection and dedication of the granite boulder
near McKendree Methodist Church, July 27, 1939, when the
eleventh annual reunion was held.

July 8th the Georgia-Carolina Memorial Company, which had
the contract for erecting the boulder, arrived at the scene and
the work was done. A copper box was sunk into the foundation
containing many items of family interest, as follows:

Last will of Peter Utz, May 4, 1829.

Last will of Martin Ouzts, Sen., August 7, 1844.

The two guest speakers of the occasion were both well-known
members of the bar. The Hon. William H. Nicholson of Green-
wood was a native of Edgefield County, having been born and
reared at the old family home, “Cedar Grove,” a few miles
North of Edgefield.

The Hon. George Bell Timmerman, too, was a native of old
Edgefield County, but most of his professional life was spent
in Lexington County. He was later elevated to the post of
Federal Judge in South Carolina. Judge Timmerman’s brother,
John Elbert Timmerman, married into the Ouzts family, Fan-
nie Clegg, of the John Ouzts line.

Mr. Nicholson was also connected collaterally with the
Ouzts family, through Kezia Nicholson, the daughter of Wright
Nicholson who married John McDowell. Their son, William
McDowell, married Elizabeth OQuzts, daughter of Peter Ouzts 1.

Lovely flowers were banked around the rostrum, and at the
close of the program in the church the young people represen-
ting the different lines gathered them up and formed a pro-
cession, headed by the President of the Association, ministers,
A. G. Ouzts bearing the United States Flag, and the flower
girls. According to announcement the audience had already
withdrawn and assembled at the triangular enclosure where
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the marker was placed. Directing as marshall of the day was
Raymond Timmerman, Sr. An open space was left through
which the ceremonial procession passed, grouping themselves
on the memorial plot, hard by the old Long Cane Road over
which members of the family had traveled for almost 150 years
to worship at the old church.

As Mary-Dale Kemp drew the cord that revealed the massive
boulder, she said:

“Carved words are not needed to keep memory green, for
our pioneer forbears endured privation and through sacrifice
left us an heritage in nobility of character that we can never
forget. Let us build well on the foundation. that they have
laid. I feel that in the unveiling of this monument no greater
honor can come to me.”

The young people then placed flowers about the marker.

The audience lifted their hearts heavenward and sang the
meaningful words of “America,” after which the Rev. W. B.
Garrett pronounced the benediction.

Later a perod of delightful fellowship was enjoyed when
picnic lunches were spread at long tables, bringing to a close
an inspiring occasion that will ever be remembered with sat-
isfaction by those privileged to share in it.

Curtis Ouzts of Ninety Six succeeded D. A. G. Ouzts as
President of the Ouzts Family Association in 1940, the first
President having planned to move to Texas to make his home.
His interest did not wane, however, and he kept in touch with
officers and members of the association by correspondence.
Several times he was able to return to South Carolina where
he enjoyed once more the contacts he was able to make with
members of the family, even until the last months of his life.
His death occurred in Waxahachie, Texas, December 28, 1946.
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The annual reunion of the family was held at McKendree
on Thursday, June 26, 1941, with the President, Curtis Ouzts,
presiding. He was re-elected President, and other officers elec-
ted were: Mrs. R. E. Morgan, Edgefield, Vice President; Mrs.
Marjorie Asbill, Columbia, Secretary; Mrs. Lala Moorehead of
Greenwood, Treasurer.

As the session opened, singing was led by Mrs. Leila O. Shaf-
fer, accompanied by Mrs. Ilene Harling Smith at the piano. A
short talk was made by Royal Sanders, Mayor of Ninety Six.

A unanimous vote of appreciation for their work in the erec-
tion of a monument was accorded Miss Flora Ouzts, Mrs. Leila
Ouzts Shaffer, Mr. and Mrs. D. A. G. Ouzts, and to Hendon
Smith of the State Highway Department for his assistance in
beautifying the park.

The following committee was elected to take care of the
park grourids: Mr. and Mrs. D. A. G. Ouzts, Mr. and Mrs.
R. E. Morgan, Mrs. Leila Ouzts Shaffer, Mrs. Emily Ouzts Tim-
merman, and M. M. Ouzts.

A reunion song was sung by Misses Myrtle and Helen Ouzts.

The principal speaker of that occasion was the Hon. W. J. B.
Dorn, State Senator from Greenwood County, who spoke on
the Preservation of Democracy and the Promotion of Good
Government. Mr. Dorn is a young man of exceptional oratori-
cal ability, and he later represented the Third South Carolina
District in Congress.

A pageant, “The Church Over a Hundred Years Ago,” was
one of the highlights of the reunion. One of the costumes used
was a bride’s trousseau more than 85 years old.

The President read the original deed to the church property
which was given by members of the family.

A picinic lunch was enjoyed.

Visitors included Mr. and Mrs. Ebb Dorn of Greenwood and
Miss Maude Brabham of Ninety Six.

The reunion for 1942 was held on Wednesday morning, July
29, when a good attendance was present in spite of gas ration-
ing. The country was then at war and many members of the
Association were doing their part for the preservation of the
American way of life.

The meeting was opened with the singing of religious songs
led by Mrs. Leila Ouzts Shaffer and accompinied by herself.
Rev. L. P. McGee, pastor of the church, conducted devotions,

dand the President, Mr. Curtis Ouzts, extended a welcome to all.
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’ “The éomrpittee named to assist with the beautification of
the memorial plot included Albert QOuzts, Chairman; Luther
Dorn, M .M. Ouzts and Miss Flora QOuzts.

The beloved first President, D. A. G. Ouzts, was unable to be
present because of his illness at his home in Texas, but sent a
letter which was read by Miss Myrtle Ouzts. Post cards ad-
dressed to him were distributed and notes were written con-
veying the love which each member of the family felt for him.
Pictures of his home in Texas were shown.

Misses Myrtle and Mary Helen Ouzts rendered a duet.

Miss Flora Ouzts requested the names and addresses of
members of the Association in the armed forces and some were
listed then and others compiled later.

A picnic dinner brought the reunion to a close.

With the continuation of war until 1945 it was not practical
for the large numbers to attend the reunions, especially from a
distance, but each.year members of the family gather at old
McKendree, pledging again their fealty to the God of their

fathers; renewing once more a happy fellowship; living again
the dear memories of yester-year.

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CHAPTER ONE

DIEDRICH UTZ, PIONEER

When the Ouzts Family Association gathered at McKendree
Methodist Church in Edgefield County in 1939 to dedicate a
monument to their pioneer ancestors, Diedrich Utz and his
son, Peter Quzts, Miss Nora M. Davis’ sketch, “Diedrich Utz,
We Are Here!” was read, and from it the following facts are
gleaned:

In the year 1766, Diedrich Utz, his wife, Eva Catherine, age
27; George Peter, age 8, and Maria Catherine, age 4, in com-
pany with about five hundred other Palatines, left Frankfort-
on-the-Main, Germany, for South Carolina in order to enjoy
in the wonderland of wilderness, religious liberty, freedom of
speech, and relief from oppressive intolerance inflicted upon
non-Catholics by the more powerful and the more numerous
Catholic party that had come into power as a result of the so-
called “Spanish War of Secession.”

An additional incentive was an Act of the General Assem-
bly of South Carolina, July 25, 1761, granting to foreign Pro-
testants who would come from Europe to reside in this Pro-
vince their passage and a Bounty of 100 acres of land for the
head of the family and 50 acres for each dependent.

Among those arriving at Charleston, October 5, 1766, on the
ship Britannia, from Rotterdam, the usual port for German
and Swiss migration, was Diedrich Utz, the pioneer and com-
mon ancestor of the present large Ouzts clan in South Caro-
lina and elsewhere in America. At the meeting of the Council
in Charleston, Thursday, October 17, 1766, Dedrich petitioned

for a Bounty tract of two hundred and fifty acres: 100 for
himself and 50 each for his three dependents, Eva Catherine,
his wife, and their two children George Peter and Maria
Catherine, all of whom had come from Germany, and who
had (except Eva Catherine as subsequently explained) arri-
ved in Charleston, October 15, 1766, in the ship Belfast Packet
from Belfast.

Although the Council “ordered that the Secretary prepare
warrants of Survey as prayed by the Petitioners,” Diedich
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Utz was granted, March 2, 1768 (the survey was made Septem-
ber 25, 1767, a plantation tract of Bounty land on only 200
acres, “situate lying and being in the fork of Broad and Saludy
Rivers, near a Branch of Cannon’s Creek,” Newberry District.
The fact that Diedrich was given Bounty land for only two de-
pendents, when his original petition had been for three, sub-
stantiates the family tradition and the statement of John A.
Chapman in History of Edgefield, page 287, that Diedrich’s
wife (Eva Catherine, as this record shows) had died and was
buried at sea while en route to America. Of the four members
of the Ouzts family that left Germany for South Carolina in
1766, Diedrich and Peter became the progenitors of the Amer-
ican-born Southern members of the Ouzts clan.

On the same boat with Diedrich was Anna Margaret Utsin
(“in” denotes, in German, the feminine gender), whose petition
for 100 acres of Bounty land is recorded immediately follow-
ing Diedrith’s petition. Anna Margaret Utsin was evidently
Diedrich’s mother or sister or a very near relative. The Boun-
ty tract granted her March 2, 1768 (the survey made September
25, 1767 was, as the State Records show, near Diedrich’s
Bounty tract, “situate lying and being in the fork of Broad and
Saludy River on a Branch of Cannon’s Creek.” On July 10,
1784, Diedrich sold to John Taylor this tract of land, which the
Governor of the State did give “Anna Margaretta Utzen, her
heirs and assigns, the said tract of land containing 100 acres on
Broad and Saluda River on Cannon’s Creek.” On March 7, 1792,
John Taylor sold to John Garmony this same tract, described
in the deed as “tract land containing 100 acres, more or less,
originally granted to Anna M. Utzen her heirs and assigns de-
ceased the above mention 100 acres devolved upon the said
Diedrich Utz, being lawful heirs, then sold and confirmed the
above mentioned 100 acres to John Taylor by lease and re-
lease. Said land originally granted Anna M. Utzen by His Ex-
cellency, Governor of South Carolina, Anno Domini 1768. Land
situate lying and being in Newberry District fork of Broad and
Saluda River on a branch of Cannon’s Creek.”

The fact that Diedrich as “lawful heirs” inherited this prop-
erty, which he later sold, is proof that he was the son or a
near relative of the said Anna Margaret Utzen.

Another immigrant on board the same ship Britannia with
Diedrich Utz was Dorothea Samblin, who also petitioned, Oc-
tober 17, 1766, for Bounty land of 100 acres, and who was
granted on March 2, 1768 (the survey having been made Sep-
tember 25, 1767), a Bounty tract of “one hundred acres of land
situate lying and being in the fork of Broad and Saluda Rivers
butting and bounding to the So. Westward partly land sur-
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veyed for Diedrich Utz and party by vacant lands and the
other three sides by vacant lands” in Newberry District.

Sometime between 1766 and 1768 Dorothea Samblin and
Diedrich Utz were married and moved to Edgefield District.
On April 3, 1783, “Diedrich Utts, weaver,” sold his 200 acres
of Bounty land in Newberry District to Johannes Flick, at
which time Diedrich was already living in Edgefield District or
Ninety Six District; and on April 5, 1783, Johannes Flick con-
veyed to “Mr. Utts for the consideration of Ten Shillings 450
acres of land lying on Stephens Creek and bounded by said
Creek on the Southeast and on all sides by vacant land.” The
sale was confirmed the following day with the payment of
500 pounds sterling. This tract in Edgefield County was the
original Bounty land, surveyed June 19, 1765, for Johannes
Flick, who came over in 1764, “a plantation or tract of Four
Hundred and Fifty Acres of Land Situate lying and being on
Little Stevens Creek a branch of Turkey Creek being the
waters of Savannah River butting and bounding to the South
eastward on said Creek.” These two deeds show that Johannes
Flick and Diedrich exchanged tracts of land in April, 1783. In
1792 Diedrich Utz and Dorothea Utz, still living in Edgefield,
sold to Jacob Halfacre Dorothea’s 100-acre Bounty tract in
Newberry District, in the deed of which the statement is
made that this is the same land deeded as Bounty land “to
D'O}I;OItJ}?:a Samblin, an immigrant now the lawful wife of Died-
ric s.”

By this second marriage Diedrich Utz had three sons and
two daughters: Martin, Michael, Jacob, Cathernarie, and Eliza-
beth. In his will of April 6, 1796, probated January 1, 1802, he
makes no reference to Maria Catherine, who, at the age of
four years, came with him and Peter fo South Carolina in 1766
and the natural inference is that she had died without heirs
sometime during the intervening thirty years. However, he
makes a bequest to Peter and to the five children of his second
marriage in his will, a copy of which follows:

Will of Diedrich Utz

In the name of God amen, the twenty sixth day of April in
the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety
six and in the twentieth year of American Independence, 1
Diedrich Utz* of the County of Edgefield, State of South Ca’ro—’

*First mention of the name in the will, evidently written by
someone else, appears to be “Jetor,” but the signature reads,
“Diedrich Utzs,” and is in different writing.
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lina, planter, being in reasonable state of health and being
sound in mind and memory thanks be to God, but being old
and full of years and calling to mind the mortality of my body
and knowing that it is appointed for all men to die, I make
and ordain this my last will and testament (viz) Principally and
first of all I recommend my soul to God who gave it, nothing
doubting but that I shall receive the same again at the general
resurrection by the mighty power of God, and my body I
recommend to the earth to be buried in a Christian-like and
decent manner at the direction of my executors and as for
my goods and chattels, real and personal, wherewith it has
pleased God to bless me with in this life, I give, devise and
bequeath the same in the manner following:

Imprimis, I give and bequeath unto my well beloved wife,
Dorothea, one third of the land whereon I now live, including
the plantation buildings during her life time and then to de-
scend to my son, Martin, I also give my wife all my personal
estate excepting what I leave to the rest of my heirs, to dis-
pose of among my heirs, as she may think proper.

Imp. 2. I give and bequeath unto my well beloved son, Peter,
one hundred acres of land, part of the survey whereon I now
live laid off by David Burk, and two head of sheep.

Imp. 3. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Martin,
three hundred acres of land, part of a survey granted to John
Fleak, including the plantation and building at his mother’s
death, and two head of horses, one sorrel and one done horse,
two cows and calves and one heifer, known by the name of
Martin’s cattle, and two head of sheep.

Imp. 4. I give unto my well beloved son, Michel, two young
black horses, one cow and calf, two head of sheep.

Imp. 5. I give unto my beloved son Jacob, two head of sheep
and one searmon book.

Imp. 6. I give unto my well beloved daughter, Caterneary,
one shilling sterling.

Imp. 7. I give and bequeath unto my well beloved daughter,
Elizabeth, four head of geese.

I nominate and constitute and appoint my son, Peter Utze
my executor and I hereby make void of no effect all and every
other former will or grants ratifying this (and no other) to be
my last will and testament.

In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal
the day and year above written. Signed, sedled, published and
declared by the said Diedrich Utzs to be his last will and testa-
ment in presence of us.

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Hon. D. A. G. Ouzts, late President of the Ouzts Family As-
sociation makes a notation at the bottom of the typewritten
copy of the will: “A traced copy of the signature to the above
will was sent by me to Frankfort-on-the-Main and was in-
formed the name was Diedrich Utz—so that is the correct
name.”

Witnesses to the will of Diedrich Utz were John Henry
Croft, John Blocker, and John Dorn.

By her will of March 25, 1806, Dorothea Samblin Utz be-
queathed to her son, Martin, her part of the plantation and
other articles, including household goods, foodstuffs, stock, etc.,
also “one large Bible and one large book set forth by John
Airen.”

According to Dr. E. A. Osse, a noted genealogist, the Utz
family is of ancient lineage, having originated about 420 A. D.
in the Duchy of Franconie which subsequently became Frank-
fort-on-the-Main of the German Empire. The Americanized
spelling of the name is “Ouzts”. The early records of South
Carolina, however, variously and erroneously spelled the name
“Utts,” “Uts,” etc. The families of the Northern branch have
almost uniformly retained the German spelling, “Utz,” while
the families of the Southern branch have adopted almost uni-
formly the Americanized “Ouzts”.

The family coat of arms was granted in 420 and Mr. Osse
gave as his opinion the following significance of the arms:
It is of military origin, the winged griffin suggesting horsemen
(cavalry) who swooped down with a tremendous impetus on
their enemies when they were forced to dismount they fought
back to back very valiantly, which is suggested by the battle-
axes so placed, and as mentioned in history.

Louis P. Selden, heraldic artist of Richmond, Va., also cor-
responded with D. A. G. Ouzts in reference to the family coat
of arms, a deseription of which is found in Rietstrap’s, Volume
6, in the Library of Congress: “Utz-Franconie. Divided—The
one part is of blue with a half-wing imposed of gold; the second
part is of silver with two halberds (or battle axes) as they nat-
urally appear. passing crosswise; crest: a gold griffin coming up
blue-winged. holding in his right paw a palm of sinople and
in his left, the halberds of the second part.” The meaning of
the Utz coat of arms, Mr. Selden sets forth thus:

“This is a very interesting coat of arms and an honorable
one, of which an Quzts or Utz could always pe proud. The
colours and charges employed in blazoning this heraldic
achievement have an ancient significance. The gold wing
of an eagle was given for illustrious deeds and generosity and
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purity, magnanimity and fortitude. Wings conjoined or sep-
arate has been referred to one learned’in war, who was thus
prevented from fully asserting his powers. The battle-axes in-
dicate a crusader ancestry.”

Said Mr. Selden: “We have every reason for family pride.
Generations come and go; and passing with each, the name re-
mains and lives on. We cannot choose our ancestors, but we
can leave an impression on our descendants which is an im-
portant part of the average person . . . It is our duty to add to
the name we bear, to lift it up and honor it.”

The virtues symbolized on the Utz coat of arms were char-
acteristic of Diedrich Utz, and he left them as a heritage more
to be desired than lands and cattle or other possessions that
silver and gold can buy. Diedrich Utz, the weaver, wove those
virtues into the warp and woof of his life. The colors are
mellowed by time but the pattern is yet clear and distinct.

CHAPTER TWO

PETER OUZTS |

When Peter Utz at the age of eight years landed in Charles-
ton that October day in 1766 with his father and small sister,
age 4, he was no doubt greatly excited. Frankfort-on-the-Main
was a long distance away, and he had learned that familiar
ties must be severed if new adventures are to be gained. Doubt-
less his greatest sorrow had come in the death of his mother
aboard ship. One can imagine Peter holding the hand of his
little sister, Maria Catherine, as they waited for the ship to
land; as they waited in Charleston while his father made ar-
rangements for their bounty grant; as they went through the
country or by water until they reached their destination in
the fork of “Broad and Saludy Rivers, near a branch of Cannons
Créek, bounded on all sides by vacant land.” Two hundred
acres, and no neighbors! How lonely little Peter must have
felt, especially after the little sister was taken. If kind-inten-
tioned people came to them in their sorrow they doubtless
spoke a language that was new to Peter’s ears. And so one can
imagine that he found comfort in the voices of the forest that
were the same as in his native land. The notes of the birds, the
trickle of water over rocks as it flowed through woodland and

pasture, the sound of cattle, the whisper of the wind through
the rustling leaves of autumn—all these were familiar to him.
And not so very far away lived Dorothea Samblin who be-
came his first neighbor, and shortly thereafter was to become
a second mother to him.

The Edgefield District beckoned, and within a few years

Diedrich Utz and his new family moved to their new and -

permanent location. Peter by then was a young man and the
new country which was now his challenged his loyalty.

Chapman’s History of Edgefield describes the Dutch Settle-
ment near Meeting Street. about ten miles north of Edgefield
Court House. It embraced about ten miles square, and the
founder he considered to be Peter Ouzts, who was a brave
soldier in the Revolutionary War. “He was in many battles
and was severely wounded several times . . . Peter grew to
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manhood, wooed and won Miss Elizabeth Harling (Harlan), and
they became the happy parents of a large family of children,
thirteen sons and two daughters. One son and one daughter
died in youth, the others married and succeeded well in farm-
ing. As each one married off he was set up in life with a farm
of several hundred acres, cut off from the home tract, and was
given stock and supplies sufficient for a year, and then left
to carve out his own fortune, Tobacco was the principal money
crop at that time, and plenty of provisions were raised on the
farms for home consumption. These sturdy people were very
quiet and were contented with the enjoyments of home life,
caring nothing for the excitements of town and city life . ..
Mr. Peter Ouzts, the patriarch of the settlement, lived to the
age of 72 years, long enough to see all his children married and
settled, except one or two of the younger ones, who married
soon after his death. Nearly all the children of the older gen-
eration were boys, and hence the numerous descendants of
Mr. Peter Ouzts are easily traced. In 1880 there were nearly
one thousand (940) descendants of Mr. Peter Ouzts, and near-
ly all of them were living in Edgefield County. In the War of
Secession this family furnished as many boys . .. to uphold the
‘Lost Cause’ as any family in the State, and no truer nor
braver people were ever found in battle. Some lost arms and
legs and some their lives upon the battle field.” Ten at least
were killed in that war.

In the Reconstruction period a number of the Ouzts clan
rode with the “Red Shirts” of 1876. They were at Hamburg and
Ellenton in South Carolina at the time of those so-called’riots,
and struggled shoulder to shoulder with other loyal Carolin-
ians to oust the carpet-bagger and to restore Democratic white
supremacy. :

Wrote D. A. G. Ouzts: “Our German forefathers did not as-
pire to social or to political leadership. They had no press agent
to shout their praise. They devoted their time and their energy
to developing the resources of the State and to promoting its
industries. Some became doctors, some ministers, some law-
yers, and a few were ‘in politics’. Most of them, however,
were planters. Their patient toil, their economical manage-
ment, and their wise husbandry gradually produced their eco-
nomic independence and added to the material prosperity of
the community in which they settled. To improve their lands
was their constant aim, and to keep their farms in the family,
generation after generation was a matter of pride. To in-
crease their land holdings by buying out neighbors, when pos-
sible, became a common practice.”

Order and comfort, if not great wealth, characterized every
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home, and economy was the practice of every household.
Though wood was abundant in the forest, it must be conserved;
fruits and vegetables were grown in abundance, but the sur-
plus beyond the daily need must be canned and dried for the
lean months of nature’s supply; the cattle had to be well-fed,
well-housed, and well-protected; farm implements and fences
and houses were kept in good condition; and the many chores
of the home and of the farm were usually done by the hus-
band, the wife and the children, of whom there was usually a
large number.

From the Revolutionary War down through World War II,
members of the Ouzts family have rendered conspicuous ser-
vice. It is believed that Peter I received the wound in his thigh
either in regular military service or in some of the skirmishes
with the Tories, several of which took place in that general
section: of Edgefield County, around Turkey Creek and Ste-
phens Creek. Several descendants have become members of
the National Society Daughters of the American Revolution on
his record, listed in Volume 67, page 15, Lineage Book, D. A. R,,
Continental Hall, Washington, D. C. The lineage number is
66040 for one of the descendants. In the Mexican War, in the
Confederate War, in the Spanish-American War, and in World
Wars I and II, the names of Ouzts descendants are listed upon
the muster rolls or recorded among the dead.

The original home of Peter Ouzts and his wife, Elizabeth
Harling Ouzts, was still standing in 1949 when this volume was
compiled, and was then 166 years old, one of the oldest houses
in Edgefield County, and possibly the oldest. It was first erec-
ted about 1783 and doubtless stood in the same location until
after the death of Peter and Elizabeth. When the estate was
finally settled in 1847, Benjamin Ouzts, the youngest son,
bought the home place of 416 acres where the house stood in
which Peter’s wife was to live the rest of her life after the
death of her husband in 1829. He moved the house about a mile
distant to the site on the Long Cane road which his father had
left him in his will, and that is where it stands today. The
main part of the house was built of logs hewn from virgin
forests. It is weatherboarded oulside and ceiled within. The
style is similar to that of many houses of the section built
the latter part of the 18th and early part of the 19th century,
a story and a half high, with a porch extending across the
entire front. Six square columns support the porch roof that
projects below the windows of the uppersstory. The plan is a
wide hall with rooms on each side downstairs, and a similar
arrangement upstairs to form the main part of the house.
Other rooms are added to the rear downstairs.
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In this house were born fifteen children to Peter and Eliza-
beth Harling Quzts, thirteen sons and two daughters.

Peter himself was born March 25, 1757, and died in 1829 at
the age of 72 years. His wife, Elizabeth, was born in 1770 and
died the early part of 1847.

Peter Ouzts I was probaby the first member of the family
to change the spelling of the name from Utz to Ouzts, as it
appears in the signature of his will, made in 1828. This will,
found in Edgefield County court records, follows:

Will of Peter Ouzis I

In the name of God amen. I Peter Ouzts, Senr., of the State
of South Carolina, Edgefield District, considering the uncer-
tainty of this mortal life, and being of sound and disposing
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mind and memory, blessed be God for the same, do make and
publish this my last will and testament in manner and form
following:

Item 1st: I give and bequeath unto my beloved wife, Eliza-

beth Ouzts, during her widowhood or natural life my planta-
tion and tract of land whereon I now live, except a small part
hereafter mentioned, containing four hundred and sixteen
acres situated in said district on the south side of the Long
Cane road bounded on the east by Stevens Creek, all of which
will more fully and at large appear by reference to a general
plat of my lands on Stevens Creek. I also give to my said wife
the following property: all the negroes and their increase, all
household and kitchen furniture, plantation tools, horses, hogs,
cows and sheep and all other properties, and after her decease
or enter, marriage to be divided amongst my beloved children
as hereihafter specified.

Item 2nd. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, John
Ouzts, the plantation and tract of land whereon he now lives
containing one hundred two and a half acres situated on Sleepy
Creek assessed at three hundred dollars.

Item 3rd. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, David
Ouzts, one negro boy named Classa valued at two hundred and
fifteen dollars.

Item 4th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Henry
Ouzts, the plantation and tract of land whereon he now lives
containing one hundred two and a half acres adjoining lands
of my son, John Ouzts, and George Dorn, bounded by Sleepy
- Creek on the east, assessed at three hundred dollars.

Item 5. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son-in-law and
his wife, my beloved daughter, Elizabeth, one negro boy named
April valued at two hundred and fifteen dollars.

Item 6th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Martin
Ouzts, Jr., a tract of land containing one hundred and forty six
acres designated by the letter “A” and marked No. 1 on a
general plat of my lands on Mountain Creek bounded on the
north by Beeseleys land, on the west by John Stidham lands
and assessed at two hundred and fifty-two dollars.

Item 7th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, George
Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and twenty acres
designated on the general plat of my lands on Stevens Creek
bv the letter “H” and No. 8, bounded on the east by .John Mec-
Maness, Sr., land. on the north bv lot No. 9. west by lot No. 6,
land south by lot No. 7, assessed at two hundred and forty dol-
ars.

Item 8th. I give and bequeath unto mv heloved son. Peter
Ouzts, Jr., a tract of land containing one hundred acres known
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« as the Quattlebaum tract, marked with the letter “I” and No.

9, bounded on the north by Oliver Moore’s land, west by
William Dorn, south by George Ouzts, or lot No. 8, east by the
lot of Jacob Ouzts, assessed at three hundred dollars.

Item 9th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Jacob
Ouzts, a tract of land containing ninety four acres marked with
the letter “D”, No. 4, bounded east by William Dorn’s land;
north by Jas. Head’s land and known as the Gantt’s tract, as-
sessed at three hundred dollars.

Item 10th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Abram
Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and six acres
marked with the letter “E”, No. 5, bounded by tract No. 5 or
gaenents (?) tract to branch on hickory, thence down branch
to the lower line of said tract; north by Francis Dorn, west by
Shafers; south by the Long Cane road and lot No. 6, assessed
at three hundred dollars.

Item 11th: I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Aaron
Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and twenty-six
acres, marked with the letter “B”, No. 2 on the general plat
on Mountain Creek, bounded on the north by the lot No. 1,
on the west by John Stidham and Polattys; the southeast by lot
No. 3, assessed at two hundred and fifty dollars.

Item 12th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Isaac
Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and twenty
eight acres, marked with the letter “E”, No. 6, bounded on the
north by No. 4 and 9; west by No. 5; south by Long Cane road
and east by Nos. 7 and 8, assessed at one hundred and sixty
dollars, also a common plantation creature, a ten dollar saddle
and bridle, a cow and calf, one plow and gear; one axe, one
matax, and weeding hoe and one hog, when he arrives at the
age of twenty-one or marries.

Item 13th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Daniel
Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and sixteen acres

"marked with the letter “C”, No. 3, in the plat of the Mountain

Creek land, bounded on the east by the est. of John Harling
land, north by George Stidham, west by lots No .1 and 2, as-
sessed at three hundred dollars; also a common plantation crea-
ture, a ten dollar saddle and bridle, a cow and calf, plow gear;
one axe, one matax, and weeding hoe, and one fat hog, when
he arrives at the age of twenty-one or marries.

Item 14th. I give and bequeath unto my beloved son, Benja-
min Ouzts, a tract of land containing one hundred and ten
acres, marked with the letter “G”, No. 7, bounded on the south
by the Long Cane road; east by Pollards land, north by No. 8;
west by No. 6; assessed at three hundred dollars. I also give a
common plantation creature, a ten dollar saddle and gear,
one axe, one matax, a weeding hoe, one hog, when he arrives
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at the age of twenty-one or marries. ' o .

Item 15th. It is my will and desire that at the decease of my
beloved wife, after all debts being paid, then my executors to
pay to the church of Stevens Creek fifty dollars for the sup-
port of the gospel.

Item 16th, It is my will and desire that at the decease of my
beloved wife, after all debts being paid, then my executors to
pay to the church of Sleepy Creek for the support of the gospel
the sum of fifty dollars.

Item 17th. It is my will and desire that my son, Benjamin
Ouzts’ land shall cross the Long Cane road where the road
crosses above the Akerman house down to the head of the
drean down sd. drean to the spring, down said spring branch
to the other branch, thence up the Long Cane road for the
purpose of the use of the spring.

Item }8th. It is my will and desire that my executors under
the directions of the Ordinary of sd. District do make a sale
of all real and personal property after the decease or marriage
of my beloved wife, pay all debts, and make each of my
children’s parts equal to the legisses of land and negroes agree-
able to assessment, the remainder to be equally divided among
my before mentioned children.

And I hereby nominate my son, John Ouzts and David Ouzts,
my executors to this my last will and testament.

In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal
this the 30th day of October in the year of our Lord one thous-
and eight hundred and twenty-eight and in the 52nd year of
American independence.

PETER OUZTS

The above will was witnessed by John Quattlebaum, Jr.,
Martin Ouzts and George Quattlebaum. It was probated before
Jno. Simkins, Ordinary Edgefield District, on May 4th, 1829,

When Peter Ouzts died in 1829 the appraisal of his estate
placed its value at $3,991.18 for personal property, including
eleven Negroes valued at $2,650.00, and other effects at $1,-
341.18. This does not include the value of his land, totalling
1,666%- acres, worth approximately $5,000.00.

Something of Peter’s life, his business dealings, his occu-

pations, his living conditions, may be gathered from the ap--

praisal of his estate. His fields were worked and plowed by
slave labor, although there is the probability that he and his
sons also tilled the soil which in season yielded its increase of
cotton, flax, wheat, fodder, corn, peas. o
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In his pastures 60 head of hogs in addition to two sows and
pigs, 39 head of cattle and 37 head of sheep grazed; and there
were his yoke of oxen, two colts, a sorrel mare, a filley and
two bay horses. A flock of geese and some goslins rounded
out his barnyard inhabitants.

Much of the field work probably was done by Class, the
colored man who was willed to Peter’s son, David, with the
likely assistance of the Negro boys, April, Charles, William,
Tessey, John. But when hog-killing time came, no doubt the
colored women, Milly and Susan, and the colored girls, Caro-
line, Beckey and Milly, joined in converting the hogs into ham,
bacon, sausage, spare-ribs, back-bone and lard, and later mak-
ing soap in the big pots in the yard. Some were expert, too, it
may be imagined, at the spinning wheels where wool and
flax and cotton became yarn that was woven into cloth to
clothe Peter and his family and Negroes. Some were busy in
the shoe shop where leather was made into shoes for all; and
the blacksmith was busy shoeing horses and making and re-
pairing farm machines.

No doubt Elizabeth Harling Outzs looked well to the ways
of her household, directing the spinning, sewing, and cooking
activities, as well as keeping the rooms in spotless order. The
home was well furnished with six beds and other bedroom
furniture, rugs, tables, chairs, and other suitable pieces for
the parlor and dining room. A clock on the mantel ticked the
moments of life away, and a family Bible on the center table
spoke a message of eternity. Other books showed an .appre- .
ciation of Peter and his family for the finer things of life.

No settlement of Peter’s personal estate was made until 1847
—almost twenty years after his death—following the death of
his wife, Elizabeth.

In the meanwhile, in December 1840, their first born son,
John, was claimed by death. John and David, the first two
sons, had been named executors of their father’s will, and
following the death of John, David continued to settle up the
estate, giving to each child and to the family of John, a propor-
tionate share after all chaims had been met.

Two important items were duly attended to according to
Peter’s will as the following notations show:

February 12, 1848, paid R. W. Adams, Treasurer Little Ste-
phens Creek Baptist Church, specific legacy, $50.00.

February 15, 1848, paid William Dow, Treasurer Sleepy
Creek Methodist Church $50.00.

There was then left $6,473.35 to be divided among the heirs
of Peter Ouzts I. ’

The SI|1m of $1,705.25 was realized from the sale. Amounts
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were received from other sources bringing the total to more
than $2,000 which was eventually distributed to the heirs.
Mary, Ellen, Margaret, and Caleb, who were minors at the
time of their father’s death, were of age when the estate was
settled in 1852. Margaret had married Simeon Timmerman,
Mary had married John Timmerman, and Ellen had married
Francis A. (Frank) Timmerman.

Mary Links Ouzts, widow of John Ouzts, died March 1, 1859,
according to the Petition for Letters of Administration made
by Henry Ouzts, Junior (Apartment 80, Package 3202, office of
Probate Judge, Edgefield County). She was possessed of goods
amounting to four or five hundred dollars, since most of her
possessions had been divided among her children. They were
at that time: Elizabeth, wife of Holloway Clegg; Mary Timmer-
man, widow of John Timmerman who had died in 1858; Mar-
garet, wife of Simeon Timmerman; David Ouzts; Catherine,
wife of Thomas Hughes; Jane E. (Ellen), wife of Francis A.
Timmerman; Caleb Ouzts. Anthony had preceded his mother,
Mary Links Ouzts, in death, in 1853, leaving his wife and ten
children.

Henry Ouzts, Jr., first administrator of Mary’s estate, was
the son of Henry Ouzts, Sr., brother of Mary’s deceased hus-
band, John. Henry, Jr., died during the Confederate War before
the estate of Mary was settled, and Henry, Sr., applied for Let-
ters of Administration and completed the settlement of his sis-
ter-in-law’s estate on March 7, 1864.

The sale of Mary’s modest furnishings was held at the home
of her son-in-law, Holloway Clegg, January 5, 1860, leading to
the assumption th4t Mary made her home with her daughter,
Elizabeth, and son-in-law, Holloway Clegg.

Pleasant Hamilton died October 16, 1863, leaving his wife,
Elizaheth CQuazts Homilton. and five children, listed above. The
roll of Co. K. 24th Regiment, South Carolina Volunteers, lists
among the casualties Pvt. P. Hamilton who died in a hospital
in 1863. In the settlement of Hamilton’s estate (Apartment, 91,
Package 3680, Edgefield County), John C. Hamilton was ad-
ministrator. Sale of personal property took place February 22,
1866. Widow bought bhedstead and other furniture. Marshall
Ouzts bought a table. J. R. Faulkner bought a clock. Other pur-
chases were made by William Timmerman and George Hamil-
ton.

Elizabeth Ouzts Hamilton, widow of Pleasant Hamilton,
lived to the age of 91 years. She was born in Edgefield County,
November 29. 1834, and died August 21, 1926, at her home in
Graniteville. S. C.. where she had lived for 58 years. The fun-
eral was condurted August 22, 1926, at the Graniteville Bap-
tist Church and she was buried in Graniteville. The funeral
notice, in The Edgefield Advertiser, stated that Mrs. Hamilton
was left a widow when her husband was killed at the Battle
of Atlanta, leaving her with five small children. Her three
daughters preceded her in death and her two surviving sons
were John Anthonv Hamilton and James Pleasant Hamilton.
She was survived also by one sister, Mrs. Martha Ouzts.

The death notice said she had reared three families of mo-
therless grandchildren. and at her death there were 25 grand-
children. 44 great-grandchildren: and three great-great grand-
children.

Mrs. Hamilton was loved and highly esteemed by all who

# knew her. She was an interesting talker and young people es-
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pecially loved her and liked to visit her.

A press dispatch from -Greenwood, S. C., dated February 11
1949, announced the death of Mrs. Lillie Wright Ouzts 86,
widow of Clinton Ouzts, that morning at the home of her
son, W. Ear.l Ouzts. Mrs. Ouzts had lived most of her life in
the Mountain Creek section of Greenwood County and ‘was a
much beloved resident of the community. For the past 19 years
she had made her home with her son. She was survived by two
other sons, Cleveland M. Quzts of Greenwood and W. Wright
Ouzts of Rossville, Ga.; one daughter, Mrs. Nettie Ouzts Seig-
le'r of Greenwood; one half-sister, Mrs. Janie Wright Weeks of
Aiken: two half-brothers, John Wright of Aiken and Clarence
Wright of Perry, Ga.; 15 grandchildren and 21 great-grandchil-
dren. Funeral services were held at 2:30 Sunday afternoon
February 13, from the Mountain Creek Baptist Church where
Mrs. Ouzts had been a member since childhood. Rev. A. D.
Croft and Rev. Howard Scarboro officiated. Interment was in
the nearby cemetery.

After the death of Marion Quzts, (e) above, his widow, Mar-
tha Ann Buzzard Ouzts married J. Pickle. They were married
December 12, 1886 by Rev. G. W. Bussey.

“That though she had always looked upon death as a time of
sorrow and dread, it was instead a time of rejoicing and hap-
piness . . . She then requested that her family be called in,
and conversed with them individually—father, mother, sisters
and brothers. She expressed to her husband her appreciation
of his devotion and kindness to her, and that all should meet
her in heaven ... .”

The same issue, November, 23, 1873, carried the sad news of
the passing on September 28th of Abna H., infant son and only
child of Rufus and Emily M. Buzzard, aged 13 days.

Obituary

. Among the many jewels of our sunny South that have fallen
in this cruel war, is included John Henry. son of Mr. and Mrs.
Martin Ouzts, age 24 years, 4 months and 20°days.

At the time South Carolina seceded. he was in the city of
Washington, attending lectures, with the view to return to his
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home and give his aid to her defence. In April 1861 he volun-
teered in Capt. Brooks’ Company, T7th S. C. Regiment, and
served in Virginia until his company reorganized. In August
1862 he volunteered under his former commander, Capt.
Brooks of the 7th S. C. Battalion, was stationed in the vicinity
of Charleston until ordered to Petersburg, Va.; and on the
memorable 16th day of May 1864, on the battle-field near Dru-
ry Bluff, gallantly bearing the battle flag, he received a ball
in his head which killed him instantly.

The early death of John Henry brings sorrow and sadness
to the hearts of all who knew him intimately enough to appre-
ciate his worth.

As a young man who had just established character, he was
frank, prudent, and friendly; as a son, kind and affectionate;
as a member of the Christian Church, humble, sincere, and
consistent; as a high-tone gentleman his example is worthy of
imitation.

He leaves an aged father and mother, brothers and sisters,
and many friends who loved him dearly, to mourn. But not
without hope of his safety in another and better world.

G - FRANCES OUZTS AND MALACHI TIMMERMAN
(By Mrs. Mattie Kenrick Lamb)

Dec. 15, 1853, marked the epoch of the happy union of this
popular couple at the residence of the bride’s parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Martin Ouzts, in what was known then as “Sleepy Creek”
section of Edgefield District. The bride was a most amiable
woman, popular and beloved by both old and young, as was
the groom, being the youngest son of David and Charlotte
Timmerman of the Mountain Creek section of the same dis-
trict.

From December 1833 to the spring of 1859 they resided at the
home of Charlotte Timmerman. At the outbreak of the Confed-
erate War, they, with their two children, Carrie and Brooks,
left South Carolina for Albany, Ga., where Mr. Timmerman
did government service until the close of the war. Their eldest
child, Marcus, had died in February, 1858.

In 1868, leaving resting in a cemetery at Albany little Dora
and Joseph Timmerman, they returned to South Carolina, their
former home, at Mountain Creek, where they resided until the
fall of 1881, rearing a family of eight children as follows:

DEATH OF MR. MARTIN OUZTS

The Edgefield Advertiser of April 26, 1882, carried the fol-
lowing notice of the death of Martin Ouzts, son of Peter Ouzts I:

Mr. Martin Ouzts died at his residence in the neighborhood
of McKendree’s Chapel on last Friday, April the 21st, and was
buried at McKendree’s Chapel on Sunday following, which
was his 83rd birthday. The Ouzts family is one of the oldest
and largest families in Edgefield County. Peter Ouzts, the fa-
ther of Martin Ouzts, emigrated to this country from Germany
more than a century ago. He first lived in Newberry County
hbut subsequently moved to the upper portion of Edgefield
County, which section has been called the Dutch Settlement
for many years. Here Peter Ouzts, who may be properly called
the father of the Ouzts family in this country, reared a large
family consisting of twelve sons and one daughter and died
at a ripe old age. Martin Ouzts was one of the twelve sons,
and the eighth that have died. There are only four more of
#the original 12, though ripe in years, that are still living. The
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g?elaghter, Elizabeth, who married a McDowell, has long since
(The four brothers surviving were: Jacob Ouzts, Aaron
Ouzts, Isaac Ouzts and Benjamin Ouzts.)
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George Quzts, son of Peter Quzts and Elizabeth Harling
Ouzts, was born April 19, 1801, and died October 24, 1880.

George Ouzts wrote his will February 11, 1878, making his
son, James T. Ouzts, and son-in-law, William Still, executors.

Still and James T. Ouzts. The other three had preceded him in
death: Two sons had given their lives for the cause of the Con-
federacy—Jacob Brantley and Shemuel. His daughter, Eliza-
beth, wife of Elijah Dorn, had died. Before the settlement of
the estate, Frances Timmerman Ouzts, wife of George, had
died, as well as Shemuel Quzts, Jr., one of the children of
Shemuel.

J. Brantley Ouzts, who died in 1862 at Murphreesboro, left
his wife, Ann Harling Ouzts and three children: Nathan G.
Ouzts, Ida, and J. Brantlev Ouzts. Jr. Nathan G. Quzts apolied
for Letters of Guardianship for his younger brother and sis-
ter. Ida was spoken of as Ida W. Beall before the settlement
in 1893.

Shemuel Ouzts, Sr., son of George and Frances, had left his
widow, Mary E. (Lizzie) Herrin Ouzts, and four sons: Shemuel,
Jr., Jesse L., William M., and .James T. Ouzts, Jr., named for
his uncle. J. M. Rushton avplied for Letters of Guardianship
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for them April 7, 1879, when William Mobley Ouzts was 19,
Jesse Lee Ouzts was 17, and Shemuel Walter Quzts was 16.
James T. Ouzts, Jr., was probably the oldest and of age. She-
muel, Jr., died July 7, 1882. Sharing in his estate were three
brothers, W. M., J. T., and Jesse L. Also a share went to “Mary
E.,” his mother.

DEATH OF SHEMUEL W. OUZTS
(From The Edgefield Advertiser, July 6, 1864.)

Died 30th May at Fair Grounds Hospital, Ga., Shemuel W.
Ouzts, in the 35th year of his age. He had been in the Confed-

. erate service for more than two years, discharging his duties

as a soldier faithfully. On the 16th of May he was wounded
in the leg so severely as to require amputation. He had been
the subject of a disease consequent on camp life which assumed
a typhoid form, and this, together with the shock from his
wound, caused his death.

He has left a stricken widow to whom he was most tenderly
attached, and four little boys, but he has left to them the
priceless legacy of a pure and spotless memory. To his father
and mother he was a most devoted son, and he most affection-
ately regarded his twin brother, the only remaining one of
those who have battled in this unprecedented, unholy and
most cruel warfare,

The Chaplain of his Regiment visited him in his illness, and
on conversing with him, declared that he had never met with
one so composed, so perfectly willing to die . . . His last words
to his bereaved wife were, “Remember that you are mor-
tal . .. meet me in Heaven.” The church to which he belonged
will long miss in its choir the beautiful voice of him who
now occupies the Soldier’s grave.—S. A. L.

A Deed of Trust was executed by George Ouzts
to James Still on March 30, 1867, which read in part: “For $10
and natural love and affection for my daughter, Permelia
Ouzts Still, wife of William Still, and the children of my
daughter, Permelia, I . . . transfer and set over unto the said
James Still . . . all my right title, and interest in and to a
certain judgment which I hold as plaintiff against William

» Still and on record in office of the Sheriff of Edgefield District

in the sum of $800 with interest from December 1866 . . . In
trust for Permelia during her life and her children after-
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wards . . . ” (Book NNN, Page 19.)

Another Deed in Trust for George Ouzts to James Still for
the benefit of his daughter, Permelia was for a tract of 175 ac-
res on the waters of Mountain Creek, adjoining lands of James
McManus, B. F. Boone and others. The deed, dated April 5,
1867, was witnessed by Elijah Still and Benjamin Still.

The following article was written from New Prospect, S. C., Oct. 1, 1320

“A prince and a great man is fallen in Israel.” These words
came to mind with unusual force when on the morning of
September 28th the news spread throughout the country that
Rev. J. L. Ouzts is dead. A greater shock was perhaps never
known that that which passed over the northern section of
Spartanburg County when .ae tidings spread, and 1aany a si-
lent falling tear gave evidence of the great sorrow felt by
those who had known him and loved him for his true worth
as a man and as a Christian. Not since the day of Rev. John G.
Landrum has any one lived so long in this section and wielded
so powerful influence for all things high, pure and noble as
did the brother whose name heads this communication. On
September,9, 1895, Rev. W. F. Sorrels died. He was pastor of
New Prospéct, Boiling Spring, Mt. Calvary (now Inman First),
and Mt. Zion. The churches composing this field, acting as a
unit, called Rev. J. L. Ouzts, of Edgefield, S. C., and he entered
into the pastoral relations January, 1896, and since that day
his life and energies have been given to the people of this im-
mediate section, covering a period of a quarter of a century.
Besides the churches above named, he also was pastor at dif-
ferent times of New Pisgah, Saxon, Holly Spring and Campo-
bello, and at the time of his death was pastor of Walnut Hill
and Gowansville. Brother Ouzts lived in my home for a period
of one year and a more pleasant, companionable person no
man ever had in his home. From him I learned the facts that
he was born in Edgefield in 1861, lost his father in the Con-
federate War, was educated at Furman University and the
Theological Seminary at Louisville, and no man, perhaps, ever
gave his life more completely and more devotedly to the min-
istry than he. His was a magnetic personality that drew peo-
ple to him. Even small children loved him. As Goldsmith, in
his beautiful poem, describes the village preacher:

“A man he was to all the country dear . . .

Thus to the wretched was his pride,

And e’en his failings leaned to virtue’s side,

But in his duty, prompt at every call,

He watched and wept; he prayed and felt for all . ..
The service past, around the pious man

With steady zeal each honest rustic ran;

Even children followed with endearing wile

And plucked his gown to share the good man’s smile.”

There is a nobility of character that is possessed by the per-
3
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son to whom small children are naturally drawn. It has been
said by one writer: “A man who lives only for self never heads
a very long funeral procession.” If the large multitude that as-
sembled at Inman September 29, 1920, had been drawn into
line, it would have been one of the longest funeral processions
ever seen in this country. I rejoice that his life was spared to
celebrate with New Prospect Church the centennial exercises

on Au_gust 20. Our dear friend and brother could, with strictest
propriety have in the last hours said with Paul: “I am now
ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand.
I have fought a good fight, I have finished by course. I have
k_ept the faith. Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of
righteousness which the Lord, the righteous Judge, shall give
me at that day.” ,

Settlement of the estate of Abram Ouzts is found in Box 59,
Pkg. 2444, Probate Judge’s office, Edgefield. The petition of
Martin Ouzts, March 18, 1850, as Administrator showed that
his brother, Abram Ouzts, departed this life recently, intestate,
leaving a small personal estate in such condition as to induce
the Administrator to believe that a sale would be to the inter-
est of all concerned. Abram had left a widow and five children,
all under 21 years: Malachi. Peter, Lewis. Mary, and Shemuel.
The sale was conducted Wednesdav, April 3, 1850, and the
amount realized was $1.497.34. Purchasers were: His widow,
Elizabeth: Benjamin McDowell. Samuel Lowry, Malachi Ouzts,
Marshall Clegg. George Ouzts, Henrv Ouzts, Martin Ouzts. Pe-
ter Ouzts, Isaac Ouzts, Jr., Simeon Timmerman. Jacob Harling,
Beniamin Ouzts. Eliza Faulkner, R. B. Ouzts. John Ouzts. Ran-
som Durst. W. C. Clegg. William Stroud. L. Ouzts, and others.

Judging by reports made by the Administrator of money
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Abram Ouzts children were taught in school by E.
%E)’?nstégtc})teand were given medical attention by Dr. John Lan-
drum, Dr. M. W. Abney, and Dr. J. G. Williams. Mary had mar-
ried J. W. Rhoades by 1851 and received amounts due.her. from
the estate. The Confederate War came on and .Lew1s died in
service before the final settlement of the estate in 1871.

The many friends of Mr. Peter D. Ouzts will regret to learn
of his death which occurred on last Wednesday morning, July
20, at his late residence near. Kirksey. He died very suddenly,
having been well the day before.

Mr. Ouzts was born November 6, 1837, and so would .have
been 73 years old in a few months. He was marrlfed three times.
His last wife, who was Miss Amanda P. Hamilton, survives
him.

Margaret Ouzts was a daughter of James Steifle and

James Steifle, father of Margaret, married second Iva Rush,

Lovic Ann Steifel married Caswell Leard and they had
one son, Jones Robert Leard.

Jones Robert Leard served
Hart County, Ga., as Sheriff, also filled the place of Tax Col-
lector, Representative in the General Assembly.

Jones Robert Leard stated in a letter to Miss Flora Ouzts,
written April 11, 1940, that Dr. George Steifer of Antreville,
S. C., whom he visited about 1881, a noted physician, and his
son, Dr. Pat Steifer, were of the same family, “Steifel,” al-
though they spelled it “Steifer”. The descendants of James
Steifel both in Hart County, Georgia, and Bradley, S. C., now
spell the name, Steifle. James Steifel sold his farm in Janu-
ary 1834 and moved to Hart County, Ga. He died in 1864 and
he and his wife are buried in a country cemetery about three
miles from Hartwell, Ga.

(Material furnished by Flora A. Ouzts)

Isaac OQuzts, one of the sons of Peter Ouzts of the second
generation in this country, and his wife, Elizabeth Harling
Ouzts, was born November 2, 1809, and died August 14, 1889,

‘death resulting from accidental drowning while crossing

Horsepen Creek. Isaac Ouzts married Mary Steifel December
27, 1832. Mary Steifel was born March 9, 1810; died June 11,
1876. She was the daughter of James Steifel (variations of this
name, Steifle, Steifer) and his first wife, . Watson.
His father, David Steifel, thought to be the son of John James
Steifel, who procured a grant of 100 acres of land in Hills-
boro Township of Long Cane, bounded by lands of Henry Dre-
yer, Henry Casper, William Strother and Ebenezer Wescott,
April 3, 1769.

James Steifel (the same man) received pay for militia duty
and property lost during the Revolution. Recorded .in Stub
Entries to Indents Book U. W., No. 10 U. The entry on the
stub spells the name Stiffle but his receipt is Steifel. This in-
formation concerning John James Steifel was given by Mr.
A. S. Salley, State Historian.

Mary Steifel Ouzts was known for her hospitality, piety and
love for children. Many a weary knight of the saddle-bags
found rest and refreshment in the home of Isaac QOuzts and
his wife.

Isaac Quzts built his' home, Oak Lawn, one mile from Mc-
kendree Church of which he and his wife were members. He
was one of the original trustees to whom the land for the
present building was deeded. He also served as church ste-
ward.

James Talbert Ouzts was born December 30, 1833. He grew
up on his father’s farm, doing such work as his strength per-
mitted. He was a martyr of neuralgia all his life and few
except his own family knew of the intense suffering he en-
dured. On the 13th of May, 1856, he was married to Amina
Frances Lowrey.

James Talbert Ouzts began life as a small farmer but as
time passed success crowned his efforts. In the early seven-
ties he began a country mercantile business at Elmwood. He
accumulated property and at one time owned considerable
land estate. He was strictly a man of his word, and when he
said he would do a thing he would, unless something entirely
unforeseen took place. He was a man of sound judgment and
discretion. His advice and counsel were often sought and young
men of both races have said that whatever success they made
in life was due to the advice and encouragement he gave them.
Possessing lofty ideals and integrity of character he wished to
see young people growing up with the same.

After the death of his mother-in-law he purchased Cedar
Hill, the old home place settled by Conrad Martin Lowrey,
and built his home directly in front of the old Lowrey home.
He became postmaster of Elmwood and thus Cedar Hill’s name
was changed. Elmwood was known for its hospitality, and
ministers of both the Baptist and Methodist churches were
always welcome. No stranger seeking a night’s lodging in the
horse and buggy days was turned from its doors. Young peo-
ple loved to visit “Aunt Fanny” and “Uncle Jim.”
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I remember his devotion to his family and his consideration
for them, and how he humored the grandchildren. I recall that
his young children would gather 'round while he played Dixie,
The Homespun Dress, and Nellie Gray on the accordian. He
loved music and especially enjoyed patriotic music and the
old hymns.

Converted at Mt. Vernon camp meeting he joined the Meth-
odist Church (McKendree) and was a loyal member. He was
the first Sunday School Superintendent and also a Steward
and Trustee.

He was loyal to the Democratic Party and in 1876 contribu-
ted his share to the overthrow of radicalism and the success
of Gary, Butler, and Hampton. .

James Talbert Ouzts passed away at his home January 27,
1914. Interred in McKendree Church cemetery, January 28,
1914. Funeral services were conducted by Rev. Earl Steadman.

Amina Frances Lowrey was born January 20, 1838. The
youngest child of Conrad Martin Lowrey (of Scotch-Irish des-
cent) and Amina Hamutal Gaines Lowrey. Amina Gaines
Lowrey was the daughter of Jesse Gaines and Elizabeth Foy
Gaines. Jesse Gaines is thought to be a son of Ambrose Gaines.
By courtesy of Dr. T. R. Gaines, Anderson, S. C,, I submit the
following: 1. Jesse Gaines to David Pitts, 1773-74; 2. Pursuant
to power of attorney from Ambrose Gaines of the Indian Na-
tion to Jesse Gaines of Edgefield. Land granted to Ambrose
Gaines by Honorable William Bull, Lt. Governor of South
(C}arolina, August 11, 1774. Elizabeth Gaines, wife of Jesse

aines.

The Gaines are of Welsh descent.

rey Bexley came back to Cedar Hill and made her home with
her sister, Frances.

Frances Lowrey Ouzts was known for her serene manner,
keen sense of humon, strong nerves and courage. On her way
to school she found herself surrounded by a drove of horses.
A big gray horse trotted up to her and stuck his head over
her shoulders. She bumped him on the nose with her lunch
bucket and off he trotted. The driver commended her, saying:
“Bully for you, sis! You will get through life.”

When she was in her seventies, a Negro farm hand came
limping in the back yard, weak from the loss of blood, an ugly
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ash in his leg. The local doctor was away. She ordered the
lg\legro to lie or;gthe meat block and sent in the house for needed
materials. She cleansed the wound, took several §t1tches, and
so well was the work done, the wound healed without medi-
cal assistance. ‘

Like all her family, she was a member of Little Stevens
Creek Baptist Church at the time of her marriage. She joined
McKendree Methodist Church with her husband and was
faithful to its interests. .

While on a visit to her daughter, Mrs. J. O. Herin, she passed
away, August 19, 1920. Thus ended a cheerful, happy apd in-
spiring life, “a life blessed of God and made a blessing to
others.” i ,

Her funeral was conducted by Rev. M. M. Brabham at Mc-
Kendree Church. She rests by the side of her husband, await-
ing the resurrection of the just.

(a)l'Walier D. Ouzts and Mamie Siehle Ouzts

Walter Dallas Ouzts, born July 13, 1858, attgnded local
schools, Wotford College and Chapel Hill (University of Nprth
Carolina). He was graduated in law at the University of Michi-
gan, Ann Arbor, Mich., March 24, 1880, and admitted to prac-
tice law in South Carolina, May 25, 1880. He ‘opened a law
office in Edgefield, S. C. He owned The Edgefield Chronicle
which he later sold to his cousin, D. A. G. Ouzts (1883).

The Edgefield Advertiser of October 26, 1881, quoted an item
from The Johnston Monitor as follows:

“Mr. W. D. Quzts, a rising member of the Edgefield bar, was
in town last Saturday, this time driving but one horse. Ws
therefore conclude that this was altogether a business visit.
To that The Advertiser added this comment:

“Mr. Ouzts never leaves our village except on business,
whether he drives one or two horses. In fact, when he drives
two, his business is of a more pressing character. The only
difference being that when he goes on business with gentle-
men he drives but one horse, but when his clients are of the
fairer sex, of which he has many in various parts of the county,
he always drives a pair.”

He left the practice of law to study medicine and was grad-
uated from the old Medical College of Augusta, Georgia (Uni-
versity of Georgia).

He began to practice medicine at ElImwood but after his mar-
riage he built his home and office on the Long Cane Road, a
mile east of Elmwood. Before the advent of automobiles, he
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covered a wide territory on horseback and in all kinds of
weather, he was a familiar figure in that part of Edgefield
County. A member of the State Medical Association, he at-
tended the meetings regularly and at one time was Vice
President of the Association.

Walter Dallas Ouzts married Mamie Gertrude Stehle De-
cember 10, 1889. She was born October 8, 1870, and died July
29, 1944,

The following item in reference to her parents was trans-
lated from an old German newspaper: “Married March 28,
1858, by Rev. Lewis C. Loyal, Mr. Edward Stehle with Miss
Louise Mussing” (pronounced Moosing). He was a native of
Switzerland, and in the Swiss language his name was Stella,

- meaning Star. A widely read gentleman and interesting con-
versationalist. Mrs. Stehle was a nurse by profession and was
loved by her patients for her kindness and good humor.

Before her marriage, Mamie G. Stehle taught the younger
members of her father-in-law’s family. She was an accomplish-
ed pianist.

DEATH OF THE BELOVED DR. WALTER D. OUZTS
AT JOHNSTON

Walter Dallas Ouzts removed to Johnston and continued his
medical practice there. He passed away June 19, 1924, and The
g.dg&field Chronicle used the above caption in reporting his

eath: '

Death has again invaded our county and taken from us one
of our best, most useful and highly esteemed citizens. Dr.
Walter D. Ouzts answered the last summons during the late

_hours of Thursday afternon last, June 19. For the past few

years he had been successfully practicing his profession at
Johnston.

The Chronicle is especially grieved at Dr. Ouzts’ passing for
the reason that he was closely connected with the conduct and
management of this paper for a few years after it started
forty-three years ago—in the early eighties. And thereafter,
covering all the intervening years, Dr. Ouzts’ able pen has,
from time to time, furnished us good and instructive corres-
pondence.

He was ever courtly and kind and considerate and generous.
He did many acts of goodness and charity, and his patients and
friends admired him for his nobility and integrity of char-
acter. And above all, he was a Christian gentleman, being a
member of historic McKendree Methodist Church.

His funeral was conducted at the Johnston home Friday af-
ternoon. Rev. W. M. Owings conducted the sad rites.

The honorary pallbearers consisted of his brother-physicians
at Johnston and Edgefield, a notable fact pressing down upon
the minds of the witnesses being that the aged and honored
Dr. S. Goode Mobley was one of its membership.

when a suicide plane was hit. On August 1, 1945 he was
again promoted to First Class Boatswain’s Mate, although he
had not been in service long enough to qualify for that rating.
He contracted tropical dysentery which made it necessary for
him to be hospitaliezd. He is still in the Navy, located in Alas-
ka. His wife and children reside at 260 Jefferson St., Vallejo,
California.

C - ANDREW JACKSON OUZTS
January 11, 1839-June 27, 1862

Andrew Jackson Ouzts, son of Isaac Ouzts and Mary Steifel
Ouzts was born January 11, 1839, and died in battle before
Richmond, June 27, 1862. He was a splendid young man, strong
and vigorous in health, sober and thoughtful; yet he loved
life, enjoyed fun and the society of those of his own age.

It is said that whenever his mother was ill she always wanted
“Andrew” with her as he seemed to know just what to do to
relieve her. »

After volunteering for service in the Confederate War he

wrote his brother, James T. Ouzts, a number of letters that re-
veal the life of the Confederate soldier, and extracts from them

follow:

Charleston
Camp Jones
November 7, 1861

‘Dear Brother:

We landed in Charleston last Tuesday night about two o’-
clock. We marched to a large depot where we spent the balance
of the night. The next morning we marched to where we are
now. Our camp is in a yard where there is a large house, about
100 x 75 feet. There are three companies camped in it. This is
a great deal better than being in a tent but I don’t think we
will be here long. We can hear big guns firing this morning.
They say they are fighting at Port Royal.
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March 6, 1862

Times seem to be very quiet at the present. I hear no talk
of fighting now, nor do I think we will have any more to do
at this place soon. It will soon be summer and the Yankees,
I think, will go to some other point, besides Port Royal Ferry.
We have drawn in our pickets considerably. We go only two
miles for picket duty in the place of ten--that is a great favor
to us.

There is a large brick church about two miles from camp.
Our Company came from there from guard duty. We looked
at the grave yard. Some tombstones were put there in 1760 and
some before that time. It is said that the church was built be-
fore the Revolutionary War and that the British burnt the
wood part.

We have been here two months and it is believed we will be
here two more.

We drew pay for two months last Sunday. It is hard to
make change as we get $20.00 bills. As for myself I am not
anxious to get it changed. But some spend all they get and
still keep in debt. :

March 18, 1862

I hear no talk of fighting at this place, I haven’t seen a Yan-
kee since the day of the fight. I hear some talk of our going
to Kentucky in a month or two. There will be a draft after
the 20th of this month if the 5,000 men are not raised. I am
sorry to hear of it; if many more are taken there will be none
to take care of things at home. It will require some one at
home as well as in the field. How are the soldiers going to
live if there are none to make a support? I fear it is going to
be hard times at home and in the field of action. But as the
fatal blow has been struck between the North and South and
the war still continues, we will have to do the best we can to
gain our independence, let it cost what it will.

I cut wood yesterday and that cleared me of guard duty
today. They always detail three or four men to cut wood when
we need it and that clears them of guard duty till their name
comes ’round again. The Ouztses always come together and
you know they can work in a hurry. We clean up the streets
once a week. We have brushed ours off nice and clean.

March 28, 1862
Our recruits landed yesterday evening” and were welcomed
by all. I was glad to see more of my cousins come and join
our Camp. We will have a large regiment when all the re-
cruits get here. There will be over a thousand men in it, about
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as good a Regiment as in the Confederate Service. We have
been drilling our new men this morning. It reminds me of
Camp Butler, drilling them without guns.

Concerning your volunteering; you are not able to stand a
campaign, being subject to neuralgia as you have been for
years. I am well acquainted with Camp life, and it requires
an able bodied man to do that which a soldier has to undergo.
You would be continually sick. There are some here who could
do more good at home, and that would be the case with you.
There are thirteen Ouztses and eleven Timmermans in our
Company . ..

April 30, 1862
We are in Virginia where many of our fellow soldjers are.

I suppose you were surprised when you heard we had gone.
It was so sudden. We were fixing to move to McPhersonville,
nine or ten miles from our camp. Some of our Regiment went,
like today, to clean up a camp ground and tonight we got or-
ders to prepare to go to Richmond, Va., where we are now.
We landed near sundown Sunday. The streets were crowded
with men, women and children as we marched through. They
seemed glad to see us. The negro boys had small wooden guns
and formed a line and.presented arms as we marched through.

The girls were hard to beat, certain and sure. They were on
the street and in high brick buildings, waving their handker-
chiefs. Of all the hollering you ever heard, it was there. The
whole city seemed to be alarmed from the voices of our Regi-
ment. '

I feel quite fatigued after five or six days’ travel. We fared
very badly between Goldsborough and Wilson. Riding on a
flat car and it commenced raining and was very cold. We
traveled slowly, being heavily loaded and the tracks were
wet and slick. Sometimes, going up grade, the wheels of the
engine would turn 'round and not move six inches. We got out
and pushed up grade till we got to Wilson. Then the Colonel
left part of the Regiment till next morning. I was one that
stayed, glad of the chance for I was wet and cold. We stayed in
a large hospital, several departments. There were several sick
soldiers. The hospital fed us and had fires for us to warm by,
which was very acceptable after being in the rain all day.

Summit Point, Va.
May 13, 1862

Dear Brother and Sister:
I now take the opportunity of answering your kind letter
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that came to hand yesterday. It found me quite well and I hope
this finds you the same.

I have nothing of interest to write as I sent you a letter a
few days ago. But the long roll beat since I wrote you before.
I reckon you would like to hear from it. Some Yankees took
nine of our pickets. They did not belong to our regiment but to
our brigade. They were stationed about __ miles from Fred-
ericksburg on a public road and several of the enemy cavalry
surrounded and took them. So, late that evening the news
came and we all hastened to see if there was any chance for
a fight. After marching about two miles in the night we took
camp on a large rocky hill till next morning. You may depend
on it, we had a hard and cold bed during that night as we had
nothing to lie on but a thin blanket and one to cover with; but
we all did the best we could till day. Early in the morning,
after detailing three men from each company, to take the dead
and wounded from the field, provided we got into a fight, we
proceeded to advance two miles nearer the enemy. When we
had gone that distance we stationed ourselves, the remainder
of the day and the following night, expecting the enemy to ad-
vance upon us as we were not far from them. But we were
disappointed and all of our exposure was for nothing. If they
had come I think we could have stood a good hand with them—
as we had a strong force near at hand all were expecting
nothing but a fight. General Gregg was with us all the while
to aid and cheer us on if we had met with battle. Late the
next morning we marched back to camp.

Well, I will change the subject. People about here have
sown a great deal of grain, and wheat looks very well. There
will be fine crops made if nothing happens to it.

If you come, bring me a pair of shoes, a pair or two of pants
and a shirt. If you do not come send by John H. Ouzts. He said
he was going to join our company.

(The above letter was torn and it was necessary to leave
blanks in copying. This was the last letter received by his
brother, James T. Ouzts.)

OBITUARY

The Edgefield Advertiser cr-ried the following account of
the death of Andrew Jackson Ouzts: R

Among the many who have fallen in our present struggle for
liberty we know of no one who deserves to be more regretted
than Private Andrew Jackson Ouzts of Company K, 14th Regi-
ment, S.C.V., who fell on the battlefield in front of Richmond,
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June 27, 1862, in the twenty-fourth year of his age.

A Lijeutenant of his company told the writer of this notice,
that he was highly respected in the Regiment, and loved much
by lis company. Brave and generous, ever ready, and always
at his post of duty, he fell in a few yards of the battery his
company was charging, which was taken soon after this gal-
Jant soldier was slain.

He never made any profession of religion, though soon after
he went into camp, he wrote back to his brother that he would
try and serve God the best he could. We hope that he has
gone from a world of sorrow to a world of bliss, where the
rumbling thunder of battle is never more heard. Sorrow not
Father and Mother for thy brave and gallant son. He fell in
a noble cause.

He leaves a father, mother, one brother and three sisters,
and many relatives and friends to mourn their loss, which
we trust is his eternal gain.

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WILLIAM H. OUZTS, FOR TWENTY-FIVE YEARS SHERIFF
OF EDGEFIELD COUNTY

(The Edgeficld Advertiser, July 12, 1939)

W. H. Ouzts was born in the McKendree section of Edgefield
Cpunty. His ancestors settled in that section before the Revolu-
tion and the descendants of Diedrich Utz, as the name was
originally spelled, are numerous, thrifty and highly respected
citizens. W. H. Ouzts served Edgefield County as Sheriff for a
longer period than any other in the history of the county, hav-
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ing served seven four-year terms and died in office. He was
universally beloved and so popular that few, in his long career
in politics, dared to oppose him.

Sheriff Ouzts was a brave Confederate soldier, having en-
listed at the beginning of the war at the age of 19 and served
with distinguished gallantry until desperately wounded late
in 1864. He suffered all the remainder of his life from this fear-
ful wound.

No kindlier man ever lived, nor one of more resolute courage.

His service as Sheriff over a long period of Edgefield’s most
turbulent history was characterized by fine judgment, firm
courage and devotion to duty.

He died at the age of seventy years. His name and service as
a public officer are held in grateful remembrance by all of
Edgefield County.

When ‘one considers the vast extent of the county in the
earlier days, it is not difficult to understand how citizens would
speculate at election time, waiting, as they did in those days,
for the buggies to travel 50 or 60 miles to bring in the ballot
boxes, to witness the final totaling of the votes.

It was stated of Sheriff Ouzts that as each four-year term
passed and the election came on, his friends would begin to

. jest with him about his possibilities, knowing, however, that
he was undefeatable. And after each election while waiting
for the ballots to come in from the “far stretches” of the Salu-
da territory to the high hills of the Savannah, Sheriff Ouzts,
an accurate prognosticator of his own vote, would tell groups
how he would “run” in the different precincts. On one occa-
sion, several days perhaps after the election, the Sheriff was
trailing, and a good portion of the votes had come in, and his
friends were jokingly making the most of it, said Sheriff Ouzts
with cool calculation: “Boys, wait till you hear from Rhine-
hart” (in the Saluda area).

From Rhinehart came-three boxes giving him a big lead and
within a few votes of his prediction.

Joseph P. Ouzts, son of William H. Ouzts and Isabella Adams
Ouzts, was married December 18, 1890, to Eva Watson, eldest
daughter of Milton Watson of Cooper Township. Said The
Edgefield Chronicle:

“A very jewel of a little lady has come to live among us
lately. We allude to the fair bride of our estéemed friend, young
Joseph P. Ouzts. Mrs. Ouzts is very young but still, as Miss Eva
Watson of Cooper Township, she has for some years illustra-
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ted a very high type of womanhood, and has been not only an
ornament of society but a precious jewel in her own home. We
welcome our genial little friend from the bottom of our soul.”

The editor of The Chronicle at that time was Col. James T.
Bacon, unique among newspaper writers.

Joseph P. Ouzts was born October 9, 1867, and died Septem-
ber 22, 1917.

He brought his bride to the home in Edgefield on Jeter Street
where they lived all their married life and where their child-
ren were born and reared. Mrs. Ouzts continued to make
that her home after her husband’s death. He was a successful
farmer and postmaster in Edgefield for many years. Their
children were part of the happy life among the young people
before the outbreak of World War I. Sorrow came in the death
of their eldest child, Eileen Watson Ouzts, who married Rev. P.
H. Bussey, young Baptist minister. She died with her infant
baby on August 5, 1913. Joseph P. Ouzts, known as Percy, ans-
wered the call to the colors and gave his life on the battlefield
of France. Two other sons, Robert and Watson, have died in
recent years. Their mother, in all her sorrow, retains the gra-
cious manner that has always characterized her.

In more recent years he 'served
as clerk to the Board of County Commissioners; was with the
Seed Loan Agency for the government; and for more than
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twelve years has been Tax Collector for Edgefield County.

The marriage of Bessie Ouzts and R. E. Morgan took place at
old Gilgal Baptist Church with the Rev. P. P. Blalock officia-
ting. It was a beautiful event with lovely decorations and a
number of attendants.

Mr. and Mrs. Morgan did not have children of their own
but took the place of parents for a number of children for
whom they cared at different times. Mr. Morgan had been
married before, his first wife having been Fannie Lowrey,
daughter of Whitfield Lowrey, and they had one daughter,
Janice, who married Clyde W. McLean.

Janice was like a daughter to her step-mother, who gave to
her the same love and devotion of an own daughter. There is a
tie of devotion between them that is very beautiful. A son of
Janice and Clyde W. McLean is Clyde W. McLean, Jr., who is
a brilliant young man, a veteran of World War II and radio
technitian with the station WBT at Charlotte, N. C.

Mr. and Mrs. Morgan had the joy of having with them in the
home for a number of years their niece, Carrie Louise Cheat-
ham, daughter of Mrs. Morgan’s sister, Louise, Mrs. Charlie
Cheatham.

DEATH OF MRS. SAVANNAH OUZTS BOONE

Mrs. Savannah Ouzts Boone, daughter of Daniel Ouzts and
Louise Holloway Ouzts, and wife of Benjamin Boone, died on
Saturday, February 12th, 1897, at her residence near Celestia
after a long and painful illness. She was laid to rest in the fam-
ily burial ground near the residence. The Edgefield Chronicle
of February 17, 1897, in “Dots from Celestia,” paid the fol-
Iowing tribute to her memory:

“By their fruits ye shall know them,” and no words were
necessary to prove Mrs. Boone a Christian. All who knew her
in her daily walk, her humble submission during her long sick-
ness, realized that the staff of her Savior, comforted her. She
had lived a consistent member of the Mount Carmel Methodist
Church for several years. Her remains were interred at Mc-
Kendree by the side of her loving father. The funeral services
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were conducted by the Rev. Mr. Justus, who preached a very .
impressive sermon. She leaves a devoted husband and several
loving children to mourn their loss.

DANIEL OUZTS AND MARTHA HILL LOWREY ISSUE

After the death of his first wife, Daniel Ouzts, son of Peter
Ouzts and Elizabeth Harling Ouzts, married Martha Hill Low-
rey. Their marriage took place Sunday, May 12, 1861, the cere-
mony being performed by the great old Baptist preacher, Rev.
John Trapp. :

Martha was a daughter of Conrad Lowrey, Jr. A petition
filed by Daniel Ouzts February 23, 1867 for Letters of Admin-
istration of his wife's estate showed that Martha Lowrey Ouzts
had died intestate April 4, 1865, leaving as heirs her husband
and an infant son, Daniel Ouzts, Jr. She was entitled to an
interest in her father’s estate amounting to three or four
thousand dollars. (Box 93, Package 3769, Edgefield County rec-
ords.)
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On March 29, 1881, W. H. Ouzts, filed a petition to administ;er
the estate of Martha Lowrey Ouzts, since her husband, Dan'lel
Ouzts, had died March 20, 1881, without having fully admin-
istered the estate. A final settlement was made June 22, 1888.

An infant daughter of Daniel Ouzts and Martha 1_.owrey
Ouzts died. They had only one other child, a son, Dap}el An-
drew Gaines Ouzts who became a distinguished citizen of
South Carolina, and in the latter years of his life, of Texas. He
was, in fact, considered head.of the Ouzts clan for a number of
years before his death. '

It is through the devotion and love of his third wife, Mrs.
Emma McClimons Wyatt Ouzts of Waxahachie, Texas, that the
long dream of D. A. G. Ouzts to have a family history compiled
is at last to be accomplished. .

A full sketch of D. A. G. Ouzts follows:

E - DANIEL ANDREW GAINES OUZTS

. December 26, 1363:December 28, 1946

Daniel Andrew Gaines Ouzts, son of Danijel Ouzts and Mar-
tha Hill Lowrey Ouzts, was born December 26, 1863. His father,
Daniel Ouzts, was next to the youngest child of Peter Ouzts
and Elizabeth Harling Ouzts. His mother, Martha Hill Lowrey,
was the second wife of Daniel Ouzts, and a daughter of Con-
rad Martin and Amina Frances Gaines Lowrey. They hgd one
daughter who died in infancy, and one son, the subject of
this sketch. _

Children of his father by his first wife, Louisa Holloway,
were William Holloway Ouzts, Caleb Pinckney QOuzts, and
Margaret Savannah Ouzts, who married Benjamin F. Boone.
These half-brothers and half-sister and their families were
very devoted to.the small boy who was left motherless at the
age of two, and the children of these families called him af-
fectionately, “Uncle Dan”. To them and to the many cousins In
other branches of the Ouzts family he was honored as one who
kept alight the fires of family tradition. To him more than
to any other individual is due the credit of preservmg_for pos-
terity the deeds and accomplishments of the Ouzts family.

'He. organized the Ouzts Family Association and served as
president as long as health permitted. He left no stone un-
turned to secure information concerning every member of the
family. He did a vast amount of research and corresponded ex-
tensively with individuals and officials in order to trace ac-
curately the course of the Ouzts (Utz) farml){ from its earliest
beginning. In the last months of his life, at his home in Waxa-

=l.hachie, Texas, his interest never waned, and he continued to
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write to loved ones back in his native county of Edgefield
about the family. He had the satisfaction of witnessing the
unveiling of the substantial granite boulder erected to com-
memorate the pioneers, Diedrich Utz, his son, Peter Ouzts, and
Peter’s fifteen children, near McKendree Methodist Church in
Edgefield County, where so many of the family worshipped
and in whose graveyard many of the family now sleep until
the Resurrection.

- Daniel Andrew Gaines Ouzts was born near Dorn’s Mill,
Edgefield County, now partly in Saluda and Greenwood Coun-
ties. He lived on the 640-acre farm of his father and went to
country school some years. His mother died when he was two
years old, in April, 1865f/He was cared for by his half-sister,

~Savannah, who was married to Benjamin F. Boone the night

young Dan was four years old. His half-brother, Sheriff Will-
iam H. Ouzts, then came to live in the home with the father
and small boy. After the death of his father, Daniel Ouzts, in
1881, the home was sold and Dan went to live with his Aunt
Fanny Lowrey who had married James T. Ouzts, a first cousin,
at Elmwood, a country post office near Edgefield. Young Dan
went to school there for several years.

He later attended Edgefield Academy for two years and then
went to South Carolina College, now the University of South
Carolina, in 1833, and was a student there for two years. In
college he was editor of the college magazine for one year and
a member of Sigma Nu, Greek letter fraternity.

While in college Mr. Ouzts had purchased an interest in the
Edgefield Chronicle, one of the two weekly newspapers at
Edgefield, and at the end of his sophomore year he left college
to take over The Chronicle as editor. He continued in this po-
sition for two years.

The building in which The Chronicle was published was
burned and with insurance money he rebuilt, but later sold his
interest and went to Rome, Ga., where he bought an interest in
the Rome Bulletin. He severed that connection and went to
Anniston, Ala., where he was city editor of the Anniston Hot
Blast, a morning daily. He lived in Birmingham for a number
of months and worked as reporter on The Age Herald. He also
engaged in real estate business in that city, and organized an
alumni chapter of his college fraternity.

Returning to Edgefield from Alabama, he became deputy
sheriff under his brother, Sheriff W. H. Ouzts. He kept books
for the office and read law. The Tillman movement in South
Carolina enlisted his interest and support, and in order to fur-
ther the political interests of B. R. Tillman, Mr. Ouzts became
associated with The Charleston World, a daily newspaper
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which. later suspended publication. Mr. QOuzts was traveling
representative of that paper and of other similar publications,
and through his agency the subscription lists were increased
phenomenally.

* For several years he was traveling salesman for the Atlan-
tic Fertilizer Company, but continued to read law, and even-
tually, in 1895, was admitted to the bar by the South Carolina
Supreme Court. During the Tillman regime he.serve.d as ship-
ping clerk and bookkeeper at the South Carolina Dispensary.
Soon after he was admitted to the bar, Mr. Ouzts went to
Texas ‘where he spent several years, and married Miss Mary
Pinckney-Adams, daughter’ of A. G. Adams, County Tax As-
sessor of Harrison County, Texas.

He and hi$ wife returned to Columbia where they _lived un-
til about .September 1, 1899. Newspapering called him again,
and he traveled for The Columbia Daily Record for several
mOI’lthS . .:' h : - s
" A short while later he moved to Greenwood and opened ap
office for the practice of law. His wife studied stenography and
helped him in his office and did some publie work for others.
Later. she taught in_the Greenwood Public Schools until her
death:in Febrdary, 1910 '

‘At the request of Mrs. Ouzts her husband took her body back
to her former home in Marshall, Texas, and also the body of a
small son, D. A: G- Quzts, who died several years before and
had been interred in Edgefield. They also lost an infant daugh-
ter; - 77 _
. Mrs. Maril Pinckney Ouzts was the first Worthy Grand Ma-
tron of the South Carolina Grand Chapter Eastern Star, 1907-
1910. On Fridays and Saturdays when she could turn aside
from her school duties, she built many new chapters in the
State: She started a fund to help the Masons build a Masonic
Home for needy members of the order, but when it was found
inadvisable to do that, the Grand Chapter of the Eastern Star
erected in her honor the Mary Pinckney Ouzts Memorial East-
ern Star Home at Connie Maxwell Orphanage in Greenwood.
The. cost was approximately $13,000 and the money was con-
tributed by local chapters throughout South Carolina. The me-
morial is today a beautiful recognition of her great work for
the order in South Carolina. _

Mr. Ouzts practiced law alone for some years and then
formed a partnership with the late E. S. F. Giles under the
firm name of Giles and Ouzts. X

From his youth Mr. Ouzts was interested in politics and i
1924 was elected State Senator from Greenwood County, hold-
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ing the seat for four years. In that same period he was chair-
man of the Democratic Executive Committee of Greenwood
County. He was defeated for State Senator in 1928. As Sena-
tor he made, as he expressed it a hot fight for reduction of
State Appropriations, and got the Uniform Text Book plan
adopted, saving patrons all over the State large sume each
year. In 1930 he offered for the vacancy in the House caused
by a resignation and won over seven contestants. He was re-
elected in 1934, making a total of three terms in the House and
one in the Senate. As a member of the House he helped to kill
the first State Appropriation Bill ever to meet that fate, and
had a hand in writing another for less amounts.

Mr. Ouzts made the race for Governor of South Carolina in
1926 and for Congress in 1932, being unsuccessful in both ef-
forts.

In 1920 he organized the American Bank of Greenwood and
was connected with it until the depression which swept over
the nation forced it to close. Depositors received almost dollar
for dollar, but Mr. Ouzts, along with other stockholders, shared
the loss. His loss was $26,000.

Mr. Ouzts married Mary Esther McKnight of Florence Coun-
ty on September 11, 1911. She was prominently connected with
church, civie, fraternal and patriotic organizations. She was Su-
perintendent of the Woman’s Missionary Union of the Abbe-
ville Baptist Association for six years, and was Vice President
of the Western Division of the South Carolina W. M. U. for
ten years, embracing ten counties. She was a member of the
Executive Boards of the Baptist Association, a director pf the
Greenwood Hospital, and member of the Greenwood City
Board of Health several years. She was one of the founders of
the Tamassee School in Oconee County under control of the
Daughters of the American Revolution, and also a founder of
Coker College, Hartsville, S. C. She served as Worthy Matron
of the Mary Pinckney Ouzts Chapter Eastern Star, and as
Grand Chaplain of South Carolina Eastern Star for two years.
She was Regent of the ‘Kosciuska Chapter, D. A. R., for four
years. Her death occurred August 5, 1936.

. Mr. Ouzts’ health began to fail soon after the death of Mrs.
Mary Esther McKnight Ouzts, but he continued an active in-
terest in public affairs. He had served as Chairman of the
Red Cross Roll Call for Greenwood County for two years and
raised more money than had been secured up to that time,
enabling the county to have a Public Health Nurse. He aided
in raising funds and obtaining a lot for the Bailey Military
Institute when it-was moved from Edgefield to Greenwood
and his name is on the cornerstone. He was Vice President

and general counsel of the South Carolina State Bar Asso-
ciation for several years.

Mr. Ouzts was a member of the First Baptist Church of
Greenwood and served as deacon two terms. He was a mem-
ber of the Southern Baptist Home Mission Board for a num-
ber of years from South Carolina. He was a familiar figure at
religious, political, social and fraternal gatherings.

He was long active in Masonic circles. He was a member of
the Blue Lodge, and all the units of the York Rite, including
the Council, the Royal Arch Chapter, the Knights Templar
Commandery and also the Shrine. He had served as Potentate
of Hejaz Temple of the Order fof the Mystic Shrine, and as
Worthy Grand Patron of the Order of Eastern Star in South
Carolina. He was a member of the Past Officers Association
No. 2 of the Masonic Lodges of South Carolina. He was a 32nd
degree Scpttish Rite Mason. Member Red Cross of Constantine.

On October 8, 1939, Mr. Ouzts was married to Mrs. Emma L.
Wyatt of Waxahachie, Texas. Their marriage took place at the
home of her son, J. M. Cumby, in Dallas, Texas, with the Rev.
L. J. LaPrade, D. D,, officiating. In the evening of his life Mr.
Ouzts found a companion who made happy his declining years,
and when the Grim Reaper drew near she ministered to her
husband’s every need. She is a woman of beautiful character
and marked ability. A native of Texas, she has been promi-
nently connected with the literary and civic clubs and reli-
gious organizations of her city. She has served her church, the
First Methodist, on the Board of Stewards, and has often ad-
dressed religious groups. She has served as President of the
Council of Mothers of the four Parent-Teacher Associations
of her city.

Mr. Ouzts’ death occurred on Saturday, December 28, 1946,
two days after his 83rd birthday, and services were held in
Waxahachie by Rev. L. J. LaPrade, the pastor who married
him, and his body was returned from Texas to Greenwood, S.
C., for burial. Funeral services were held from the First Bap-
tist Church of Greenwood with Dr. A. T. Jamison, Superinten-
dent of Connie Maxwell Orphanage, the Rev. W. H. Beirs,
pastor of West Side Baptist Church, and the Rev. James A.
Bowers, pastor of the First Baptist Church, in charge. Burial
followed in the family plot in Magnolia Cemetery. By request
of Mr. Ouzts the burial services were conducted by members
of Friendship Masonic Lodge No. 25, A. F. M, the lodge im
which he held membership. Serving as pallbearers were: Cur-
tis Ouzts, who succeeded Mr. Ouzts as President of the Ouzts
Family Association; Kenneth Ouzts, R. S. Sanders, K. F. Ste-
phens, Douglas Featherstone, Willie Cheatham, J. B. Crowe,
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Dr. S. C. Baker, R. E. Morgan, and A. S. Wilkinson.

The services were held at 2:30 P. M., the Tuesday following
his death on Saturday.

Mrs. Ouzts continues to make her home in Waxahachie, Tex-
as, but has made every effort to carry out her husband’s desire
to preserve the family history.

Daniel Andrew Gaines Ouzts lived a full and useful life. His
kindness of heart, his engaging personality, and his love for
family and friends are traits that will never be forgotten. He

had an unfaltering trust in the God of his fathers, and personi-
fied the lines:

“So live, that when thy summons comes to join

The innumerable caravan which moves

To that mysterious realm where each shall take

His chamber in the silent halls of death,

Thou go not, like the quary-slave at night,

Scourged to his dungeon; but, sustained and soothed

By an unfaltering trust, approach thy grave

Like one who wraps the drapery of his couch

About him, and lies down to pleasant dreams.”

His daughter, Martha Hill Lowrey,
was the mother of D. A. G. Ouzts. Another daughter, Amina
Frances Lowrey, became the wife of James Talbert Ouzts,
first cousin of D. A. G. Ouzts.

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DEATH OF MRS. J. R. DORN

Edgefield, Feb. 18 (1927)—Mrs. J. R. Dorn died this morning
at 7:45 at the home of her son, W. H. Dorn, on Jeter Street.

Dorn had been in failing health for several years but recently
suffered a slight stroke of paralysis and since that time her
physical decline had been steady. Mrs. Dorn was born and
reared in the Meeting Street section of the county and only
came to Edgefield some weeks ago to spend some time with
her son, and her condition had been such that could not return
to her home.

Mrs. Dorn was a devout Christian woman, having been a
member of the Baptist church since early girlhood. Before her
marriage she was Miss Carrie Ouzts and has a large family
connection in the county, her ancestors being among the pio-
neer settlers of Edgefield county. She was a very lovable wo-
man, possessing the personal graces and charms typical of the
women who were reared in the atmosphere of the Old South.
She had passed her 80th year.

Besides her husband, Mrs. Dorn is survived by one daughter,
Mrs. Motte Payne of Lakeland, Florida; three sons, W. H. Dorn
of Edgefield and J. B. and C. M. Dorn of Epworth; and 17
grandchildren, two of whom, Misses Helen and Mary Dorn,
reside in Columbia.

The funeral will be conducted at the Baptist church Friday
morning at 11:30 o’clock and the interment will take place in
the Edgefield cemetery.

DEATH OF DAVID THOMAS OUZTS

David Thomas Ouzts died in 1905 as the result of injuries re-
ceived in a fire that visited Johnston, where he was promi-
nently connected in business as cashier of the bank and having
other interests. The newspaper account of his death follows:

DEATH OF CASHIER OUZTS AS THE RESULT OF BURNS

Prominent and Greatly Esteemed Business Man of _Johnston
Succumbed to the Injuries He Received While Saving the
Books of the Warehouse Company from the Flames

Johnston, Sept. 4 (1905)—Mr. D. T. Ouzts died at 3 o'clock
this morning from injuries received in the late cotton fire here.
He was cashier of the bank 17 years, Sunday School superin-
tendent of the Methodist Church ten years apd chairman of
the school board for 15 years. He was a prominent and useful
citizen.

Mr. Ouzts was born near McKendree Church 53 years ago.
He was the son of Mr. Benjamin Ouzts, a prosperous and high-
ly respected German farmer. After taking the degree of A.B.
at Wofford College in 1872, he taught school for a year or two
in his native community. He then opened a gen'eral merchan-
dise store in this town, and was one of the leading merchants
here for many years. Having retired from a successful mercan-
tile business, he was elected cashier of The Bank of Johnston
when that corporation was organized in 1888; and he held that
position until his death today.

It may be truly said that Mr. Ouzts did not have an enemy
in the world. He attended strictly to his own business, antag-
onizing none. He was zealous in all religious work, contribut-
ing to it liberally, both in labor and in money. And best of all,
he was an honest man—a man who, in all his business tr:clnsac—
tions, did unto others as he would have them do unto him.

Soon after removing to Johnston, Mr. O‘flzts was married to
Miss Minnie Lynch, who survives him. He lgaves several sons
and several daughters.
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From those who have known Mr. David T. Ouzts during his
whole life, it is learned that he inherited from an honored an-
cestry the many noble traits of character that endeared him to
all with whom he came in contact, and he has never besmirch-
ed the good name handed down to him by his forefathers. In
that name he leaves to his posterity a priceless legacy that will
ever be revered and cherished.

A TRIBUTE TO THE MEMORY OF D. T. OUZTS
(Written by “A Friend,” in September 1905)

Seldom has all Edgefield received a more grievous shock
than when the news flashed over the 'phone that Mr. David T.
Ouzts was no more. It was my pleasure to have known him
from a boy, to sit by him on the same seat in the old-field
schoolhouse at Stevens Creek; to go in swimming with him in
the mill pond on the Long Cane road, near his home; to go
home with him as a boy and sit around the bountiful board
where his honest father and good, fond mother gathered the
family at meal time, and I can testify to his noble nature and
honest, kind heart all along through his useful life.

His two striking traits were honesty and modesty. We are
taught to say naught but good of the dead. A better rule is to
speak nothing of the dead but the truth. Undeserved eulogy
and fulsome tlattery, like calumny, are not fitted for the grave.
His youthful training to work on a farm by his stalwart par-
ents did much towards shaping his after life.

He was a perfect type of that honest good old German Ouzts
family which settled on Sleepy Creek, up near Meeting Street.
In his youth he was fortunate in having good educational op-
portunities, which he made good use of.

“From men like these our country’s grandeur springs,
That makes her loved at home, reverenced abroad;
Princes and lords are but the breath of kings;

An honest man’s the noblest work of God.”

Leaving his home when a young man, he settled at Johnston
where for many years he has enjoyed the confidence of the
country as the successful spirit of the Bank of Johnston. Man-
kind profited by his labors and the world was better for his
living. He was a consistent Christian and full of charity. No
truer, gentler, kinder spirit was ever loved by woman or ad-
mired by man. He was ever true and loyal to friends, whilst
candor and fairness were the conspicuous traits of his nature.
As husband and father he was devoted and provident. It is for
his devoted wife and dear children that we sadly mourn and
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sympathize as we feel sure that his gentle spirit is at rest in
Heaven where he has met so many of his dear, departed
friends.

The love that his people bore him was illustrated by the
scenes at his grave.

A strong manly spirit has been taken from us, but there is
naught left for us to mourn save his absence. His life labors
were well done. He is safe in Heaven.

“Cease then to prate about your creeds,
He wrought his life in noble deeds.”

Let us rest in the belief that after a life well spent with its
every duty faithfully performed, the soul of this quiet, gentle
man at last found rest eternal amid the scenes of Paradise in
the presence of his God.

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THE REVOLUTIONARY WAR

It is a tradition of the Ouzts family that Peter Ouzts served
as a Revolutionary soldier in Col. Leroy Hammond’s Regiment
and that he was wounded at the engagement on Stevens Creek,
Ninety Six District, later Edgefield Distriet, on October 5, 1781,
and that he carried a bullet in his thigh, received at this fight,
for the rest of his life.

The engagement on Stevens Creek was an attack by a small
body of Americans under Major Hugh Middleton, of Ham-
mond’s command, against a larger force of Tories under Col.
Hezekiah Williams. The Americans were defeated in this fight,
losing eighty men killed and seventeen wounded. Shortly af-
ter, Colonel Hammond rallied his forces and the Tories under
Williams retired toward the Savannah River.

Descendants of Peter Ouzts I have joined the National So-
ciety Daughters of the American Revolution on his service as
a private soldier in that war. A National Number referred to
is 66040, and documentary authority cited follows: Vol. 67, page
15, Lineage Book, D. A. R., Washington, D. C., Continental Hall;
Vol. 33, page 370, Secretary of State Office, Columbia, S. C,, for
Land Grant dated February 18, 1793; Chapman’s History of
Edgefield, pages 113; 287-289.
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THE WAR BETWEEN THE STATES

Major W. Arthur Collett, writing in The Edgefield Adverti-
ser of April 12, 1939, said:

“While much has been said of these good people in the usual
activities of their days, it seems that proper mention has not
been made of their war record, serving in every war from their
arrival down to the present day. Peter Ouzts carried to his
death a bullet in the thigh, received in the Revolution. The
family was represented in the Mexican War. It is the War of
the Sixties, between the North and the South, however, in
which the Ouzts family stood out as few families can boast.

“Company K, 14th South Carolina Infantry, of the Confed-
erate service, was organized in August, 1861. It was a gallant
regiment, noteworthy for many things. But two facts stand out
to make its record a peculiar one, as well as famous for brav-
ery. This company was officered by members of the Allen
family or close relatives. Two of the brothers Allen went out as
officers of the company and a third was in command at the
surrender. A brother-in-law also was one of the first officers,
and a cousin was the first captain.

“Here is the record of the famous Ouzts family in this
company: The original roll carried the names of 16 Ouztses. Of
these, ten were killed and one died in Federal prison, three
wounded, and of the original 16, only two escaped without
casualty . ..

“The record shows that Elbert Ouzts was killed at Freder-
icksburg; Andrew J. at Gaines Mill; Martin, Petersburg;
James and George, Gettysburg; J. Lewis, Chancellorsville; J.
Henry, Frazier’s Farm; J. Kelly, 2nd Manassas; John, Spottsyl-
vania; John A, in the Wilderness. Henry died in Federal pris-
on and Marion was captured in Maryland. James W. and Ma-
rion F. fought through all the battles in which the regiment
took part and came home unscratched.

“This company went into service with 132 men and four
officers. It had 50 killed, 45 wounded, 16 captured—in all 111
casualties, or about 80 per cent.

“The company first went to Port Royal, then to join Lee’s
army in Virginia and was engaged in Second Manassas, Ox
Hill, Harper’s Ferry, Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, Gettys-
burg, Culpepper, Bristol Station, Wilderness, Spottsylvania,
Riddles Shop, Turkey Hill, Petersburg, and Seven Days
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Around Richmond, including Gaines Mill, Frazier’s Farm, Mal-
vern Hill, Seven Pines, Fair Oaks, and Appomattox.

“Truly a great record made by this family in war, as well
as holding up the name as exemplary citizens who made their
own way, serving as private citizens and in many public places
of trust . ..

Original officers of the famous Company K were: D. C.
Tompkins, captain; O. W. Allen, 1st lieutenant; W. L. Stevens,
2nd lieutenant; J. H. Allen, 3rd lieutenant. As a newspaper
writer many years ago commented: “No nobler and better men
ever shouldered a musket than the Adamses, Allens, Bledsoes,
Buzzards, Cogburns, Dorns, Edwardses, Faulkners, Greens,
Harlings, Harrises, Mobleys, Landrums, Maysons, Ouztses,
Wellses, Strothers,” Tompkinses, Stevenses, Timmermans,
Waitses and others.”

The following is a graphic account of the part which the
gallant Cb. K, 14th Regiment, took at Gettysburg, that blood-
fst of battles, furnished by one of her bravest men, W. Scott

llen:

“The Company K. remained in winter quarters until the
spring of 1863, when the campaign opened, including the Penn-
sylvania campaign, the battle of Gettysburg. The company in
this campaign being under the command of Lieutenant James
H. Allen—Capt. W. L. Stevens being absent on account of sick-
ness. In the battle of Gettysburg first day’s fight, Lieut. Allen
in command with Lieuts. Brantley Bryan and Simeon Cog-
burn present, and 36 men, making 39 men rank and file. At
the ‘charge bayonets’ the enemy were behind a rock fence, and
we could hear their officers distinctly encouraging their men
to hold their fire until the command to fire was given. They
obeyed their command implicitly and rose to their feet and
took as deliberate aim as if they were on dress parade, and to
show you how accurate their aim was, 34 out of 39 men fell
at the first fire of the enemy; four were killed dead, and 30
wounded, including Lieuts. Bryan and Cogburn; and not only
did the Co. K suffer severely, but the entire 14th, and other
South Carolina Regiments, for we sustained almost the entire
fire of Reynolds’ Corps. Our Regiment, the night after the
first day’s fighting at Gettysburg, stacked 82 guns out of the
472 that went into the fight in the morning, and still we car-
ried the line and McGowan’s Brigade, commanded by the im-
mortal Perrin, was the first C. S. A. troops to enter Gettys-
burg.” . 9

One of the men killed the first day of the Battle was George
Ouzts. The second day witnessed the death of James Ouzts, son
of Anthony OQuzts. The same writer describes the death of
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James Ouzts:

“In the second day’s fight Company K lost one man, ‘Lim-
ber Jim Quzts’, killed with the sharp shooters of the brigade.
He was a gallant soldier and devotedly attached to Capt. Wm.
Haskell, and often said that he would die for Capt. Haskell if
necessary. Capt. Haskell was killed in the morning of the 2nd
(July 1863), and Ouzts seemed to be regardless of fear after
Capt. Haskell’s death, and fought with desperation as if to
avenge the death of his fallen Chief. Often during the day his
splendid shots were noted by his command, and late in the
evening he was killed almost instantly. He died without a
struggle, with a smile on his manly face, as if he had courted
death to be again with his beloved Captain, who he knew could
not come back to him. In the third day’s fighting the company
had been recruited by men coming up till it had numbered
nine men. In the charge on the third day, which did not last
over a few minutes, it had two killed and four wounded out
of the nine, such was the cruel havoc of war!”

Of this great Co. K, 14th Regiment, it may be truly said:

“On fame's eternal camping ground
Their silent tents are spread,

While glory guards with solemn round
The bivouac of the dead.”

Several other members of the Ouzts family in Co. K, 14th
Regiment, transferred to other outfits. The Ouzts Family Roll
of Honor, as accurately as it could be compiled, follows.. Occa-
sionally the same name appears twice because of the reorgani-
zation of some companies or for other reasons:

Not all the Ouzts men listed were sons or grandsons of Peter
Ouzts I. Some were descendants of Peter’s half-brothers, chil-
dren of Diedrich and Dorothea Samblin Ouzts. For example,
one Marion Ouzts was the son of “Jake Mart” Ouzts, son of
Martin I, half-brother of Peter I. One of the Marion’s listed
was a son of Anthony and was killed. Another Marion was the
son of Jacob Ouzts. Often the persons listed may be identi-
fied by reference to chapters in which the various lines are
covered. Doubtless there were many more of the Ouzts family
connections who served in the War Between the States than
those listed in this volume. In most of the lines there were
deaths or casualies of some kind.

In the John Ouzts line, chapter three, for instance, two sons
of Anthony and Rebecca Faulkner Ouzts were killed, two
sons-in-law were killed, and other sons and sons-in-law were
in service. Practically all of his ten children were represented
in the Confederate service and many of his (Anthony’s) grand-
children were left fatherless.

So it was with other lines, and the sacrifices they made for
the Confederacy can never be measured accurately. Those who
were left after the conflict came home to a destitute county to
rebuild their homes and fortunes, and to take their places in
the life of Edgefield County.

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At the outbreak of World War I many of the younger merh-
bers of the Quzts family had gone to other parts of the country
and the records for the nation as a whole would disclose many
who served and likewise many who paid the supreme sacrifice.

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When the Selective Service system went into effect the lat-
ter part of 1940, the first white men to go as a group on Janu-
ary 10, 1941, from Edgefield County included two members of
the Ouzts family: Wiley W. Ouzts and Wilmer G. Ouzts.

LT. COL. J. C. KEMP RENDERS HEROIC SERVICE

Because of the important part played by Lt. Col. James Car-
roll Kemp in the Battle of Hurtgen Forest, called the “Most
Decisive Battle in History,” he received the Silver Star Medal.
After a ten-day stalemate and bloody assaults on both sides,
the way was opened for the American divisions to advance.
With 800 yards to go, Kemp lined up his men in a cold, pre-
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dawn drizzle.

He told them his plan to get out of the woods and said,
“We're going to do it today or die in the attempt.” Many did
die but they got out of the woods.

The copy of his citation reads:

CITATION

Expurgated Citation to Award of Silver Star

James C. Kemp, 0327869, Lit. Col. Infantry, 22d Infantry, for
gallantry in action in the vicinity of Groshau, Germany, 20
November 1944. During an assault by Lt. Col. Kemp’s battalion,
foremost elements encountered a strong artillery bombardment
which halted the operation. Going forward to investigate, Lit.
Col. Kemp found the leading company highly disorganized, sev-
eral officers dead, and contact with supporting units lost. Real-
izing the outcome of the attack was jeopardized, Lt. Col. Kemp
immediately assumed personal command. Although exposed to
hostile shelling, he effectively reorganized the company, re-
established communication with the rear, overcame difficulties
caused by unfavorable terrain and led the unit forward. So
thorough were his preparations that the ensuing action com-
pletely surprised the enemy, resulting in the capture of thirty
prisoners and the collapse of all organized resistance in the
area. After advancing a second company abreast of the leading
unit, he moved the battalion forward to seize its objective. The
courage, firm leadership and keen judgment demonstrated by
Lt. Col. Kemp in overcoming this emergency are in accord
with the finest traditions of the military service.
